The last | dealt with this, Jeff Davis was working on preparing an Emergency Management Plan for
Berry. That never apparently got done and we all went on to other things. Attached is the statute and
two versions of such a plan, one short, and the other very long. We will need to discuss this at our next
meeting. While the current situation is an emergency, it doesn't seem to call on any particular local
action by the Town, since we do not generally have large gatherings except in Churches, and the County
and State Emergency declarations have covered anything we might do. Nonetheless we need to get
going on this and bring it to completion, so that we have a plan if we have a flood or tornado.






Is your municipality prepared to deal
with an emergency? Recent disasters

in communities across the state, like
flooding and explosions, highlight

the importance of being prepared to
cope with local emergencies. Such
situations also highlight the significant
contributions of, and our dependence
on, safety and emergency personnel.
They also demonstrate that the public
looks to local officials for guidance and
reassurance in such difficult times. Thus,
preparation is key and local officials
should be familiar with Chapter 323 of
the Wisconsin Statutes which governs
emergency management, and local
emergency plans.! As horror writer
Stephen King penned, “There’s no harm
in hoping for the best as long as you're
prepared for the worst.™

This legal comment provides a brief
overview of Chapter 323’s provisions
relating to local government. The
purpose of the chapter is to “prepare the
state and its subdivisions to cope with
emergencies resulting from a disaster,
or the imminent threat of a disaster.™
“Disaster” means a “severe or prolonged,
natural or human-caused, occurrence
that threatens or negatively impacts

life, health, property, infrastructure, the
environment, the security of this state or
a portion of this state, or critical systems,
including computer, telecommunications,
or agricultural systems.™ The statutes

state that unless otherwise specified by
law, the role of any state agency is to
assist local units of government and law
enforcement agencies in responding to a
disaster or imminent threat of disaster.

The adjutant general of the Wisconsin
department of military affairs serves

as the governor’s principal assistant for
directing and coordinating emergency
management activities and, subject to
the governor’s approval, is responsible for
developing and adopting a state plan of
emergency management for the security
of persons and property.® The adjutant
general is also responsible for prescribing
and carrying out statewide training
programs and exercises, and furnishing
guidance to and establishing standards
tor local government emergency
management programs.

Under state law, the governing body

of each municipality must adopt an
emergency management plan compatible
with the state plan of emergency
management and appoint a head of
emergency management services.’”
Governing bodies are authorized to
appropriate funds and levy taxes for the
emergency management program.® Local
units of government may cooperate
under Wis. Stat. sec. 66.0301 to furnish
services, combine offices, and finance
emergency management programs.
Local governments may also contract

Local Government Emergency Powers
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for emergency management services
with political subdivisions, agencies, and
federally recognized American Indian
tribes and bands of this state, and, upon
prior approval of the adjutant general,
with such entities in bordering states.

A copy of each agreement shall be filed
with the adjutant general within 10 days
after execution of that agreement.’

Each county must also adopt an
emergency management program

and appoint a head of emergency
management. In counties with a county
executive, the county board must
designate the executive or his or her
appointee as the head of emergency
management. The county emergency
management head is responsible for
assisting municipalities within the county
with developing emergency management
plans and coordinating plans within the
county, and integrating municipal plans
with the county plan.*

The head of emergency management
services in each municipality is required
to implement the municipality’s
emergency management plans consistent
with state plans, direct the emergency
management program and perform

such other duties related to emergency
management as the governing body and
any emergency management committee
of the governing body requires. The

head of emergency management is also

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responsible for directing local emergency
management training programs and
exercises, directly participating in
emergency management programs and
exercises ordered by the Wisconsin
adjutant general and the county head

of emergency management services,

and must advise the county head of
emergency management services on local
emergency management programs and
submit such reports to the county head as
he or she requires.?

If a municipality fails to establish and
maintain an operating emergency
management organization, the Wisconsin
department of military affairs’ adjutant
general can refuse to approve grants of
funds or equipment to the municipality
until it complies.” If the municipality
fails to use funds or equipment granted
in accordance with the agreement under
which the grant was made, the adjutant
general may refuse to make additional
grants to the municipality until it has
complied with the conditions of the
prior grant, and may start proceedings
to recover the funds and equipment not
used in accordance with conditions of
the grant."

Declarations of Emergency

Emergencies may be declared by the

governor and also by local governments.
Declarations by Governor

The governor may issue an executive
order declaring a state of emergency for
the state or any portion of the state if

he or she determines that an emergency
resulting from a disaster or the imminent
threat of a disaster exists.”

During a state of emergency declared by
the governor, the law provides as follows:

* Qut-of-state businesses or out-of-state
employees performing disaster relief
work during the disaster period are
exempt from applicable fees imposed
by the state and local governments, and
any applicable state or local government
unit license, certificate, registration,
permit or other credential or approval.'®

Any law enforcement officer legally
engaged in traffic control, escort duty,
or protective service may carry out the
functions anywhere in the state but
shall be subject to the direction of the
adjutant general through the sheriff
of the county in which an assigned
function is performed."”

The head of emergency management
for each local unit of government, on
behalf of his or her respective local
unit of government, may contract with
any person to provide equipment and
services on a cost basis to be used to
respond to a disaster, or the imminent
threat of a disaster.!®

Local Declarations of Emergency

Wisconsin law empowers the governing
body of any municipality to declare, by
ordinance or resolution, an emergency
existing within the city, village or town
whenever conditions arise “by reason
of a riot or civil commotion, a disaster,
or an imminent threat of a disaster,
that impairs transportation, food or
fuel supplies, medical care, fire, health
or police protection or other critical
systems” of the municipality.”” The
ordinance or resolution must limit the
emergency period to the time during
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which the emergency conditions exist
or are likely to exist.” The governing
body’s emergency power includes the
general authority to order, by ordinance
or resolution, “whatever is necessary
and expedient for the health, safety,
protection, and welfare of persons and
property” within the municipality in the
emergency and includes “the power to
bar, restrict or remove all unnecessary
traffic, both vehicular and pedestrian,
from the highways,” notwithstanding any
contrary provisions of law.?'

If the municipality’s governing body is
unable to meet with promptness because
of the emergency conditions, the chief
executive officer or acting chief executive
officer of any city, village or town shall
exercise by proclamation all of the
powers conferred upon the governing
body which within the officer’s discretion
appear necessary and expedient. The
proclamation is subject to ratification,
alteration, modification or repeal by the
governing body as soon as that body can
meet, but the subsequent action taken by
the governing body does not affect the

prior validity of the proclamation.?

During a state of emergency, if it
becomes “imprudent, inexpedient or
impossible” to conduct the affairs of
local government at the place where it
is usually conducted, a municipality’s
governing body is authorized to meet
at any place within or without the
territorial limits of the municipality on
the call of the presiding officer or his or
her successor. The governing body must
establish and designate by ordinance,
resolution or other manner, alternate

or substitute sites as the emergency
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temporary locations of government where
all, or any part, of the public business
may be transacted and conducted during
the emergency situation.” If practicable,
they shall be the places designated as the
temporary locations of government in the
current emergency management plan.

While the public business is being
conducted at an emergency temporary
location, the governing body and other
municipal officers shall have and exercise,
at such location, all of the executive,
legislative, administrative and judicial
powers and functions conferred upon
such body and officers under state law.
Such powers and functions, except
judicial, may be exercised in the light

of the exigencies of the emergency
situation without regard to or compliance
with time-consuming procedures

and formalities prescribed by law and

pertaining thereto. All acts of such body
and officers shall be as valid and binding
as if performed within the territorial
limits of their municipality.*

The governing body of any municipality
may enact ordinances and resolutions
to provide a method by which interim
appointments to public office are

made during periods of emergency

to fill vacancies in offices that result
from enemy action. Such ordinances
and resolutions must define the

scope of the powers and duties that
interim appointees may exercise and
provide for termination of the interim
appointments.” Each municipal officer
for whom an interim successor is not
determined by ordinance or resolution
must, subject to such regulations as the
municipality’s executive head issues,

designate by title, if feasible, or by named

person, interim successors and specify

their order of succession.”®

Miscellaneous Provisions

In addition to the above provisions,
Chapter 323 also contains, among
other things, provisions governing
reimbursement for various local
government responses’ as well as
provisions governing liability and
responsibility for workers’ compensation
and volunteers.?*

SUBCHAPTER I
GENERAL PROVISIONS

323.01 Declaration of policy. (1) To prepare the state and
its subdivisions to cope with emergencies resulting trom a disas-
ter, or the imminent threat of a disaster, it is declared to be neces-
sary to establish an organization for emergency management,
conferring upon the governor and others specified the powers and
duties provided by this chapter.

(2) Unless otherwise specified by law, the role of any state
agency, including the department of military affairs and the divi-
sion, in an emergency declared under this chapter, is to assist local
units of government and local law enforcement agencies in
responding to a disaster or the imminent threat of a disaster.

(3) This chapter may not limit or in any way affect the respon-
sibility of the American National Red Cross as authorized by the
congress of the United States.

323.02 Definitions. In this chapter, unless the context clearly
indicates otherwise:

(1) “Adjutant general” means the adjutant general of the
department of military affairs.

(2) “Administrator’” means the administrator of the division.

(3) “Biological agent” means any of the following:

(a) A select agent that is a virus, bacterium, rickettsia, fungus,
or toxin that is specified under 42 CFR 72, Appendix A.

(b) A genetically modified microorganism or genetic element
from an organism under par. (a) that is shown to produce or encode
for a factor associated with a disease.

(c) A genetically modified microorganism or genetic element
that contains nucleic acid sequences coding for a toxin under par.
(a) or its toxic subunit.

(d) An agent specified by the department of health services by
rule.

(4) “Bioterrorism” means the intentional use of any biologi-
cal, chemical, or radiological agent to cause death, disease or bio-
logical malfunction in a human, animal, plant, or other living
organism in order to influence the policy of a governmental unit
or to intimidate or coerce the civilian population.

(5) “Chemical agent” means a substance that has chemical
properties that produce lethal or serious effects in humans, plants,
animals, or other living organisms.

(6) “Disaster” means a severe or prolonged, natural or
human—caused, occurrence that threatens or negatively impacts
life, health, property, infrastructure, the environment, the security
of this state or a portion of this state, or critical systems, including
computer, telecommunications, or agricultural systems.

(7) “Division” means the division of emergency management.

(8) “Emergency management” means all measures under-
taken by or on behalf of the state and its subdivisions to do any of
the following:

(a) Prepare for and minimize the effect of a disaster or the
imminent threat of a disaster.

(b) Make repairs to or restore infrastructure or critical systems
that are destroyed or damaged by a disaster.

(9) “Incident command system” means a functional man-
agement system established to control, direct, and manage the
roles, responsibilities, and operations of all of the agencies
involved in a multi—jurisdictional or multi—agency emergency
response.

(10) “Law enforcement officer” has the meaning given in s.
165.85 (2) (c).

(11) “Level A release” means a release of a hazardous sub-
stance that necessitates the highest level of protective equipment
for the skin and respiratory systems of emergency response per-
sonnel because of any of the following conditions:

(a) Substances with a high degree of hazard to the skin are
known or suspected to be present and skin contact is possible.

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(b) There are present, or there is a potential for, high atmos-
pheric levels of substances that are harmful to the skin or capable
of being absorbed through intact skin.

(c) Operations at the site of the release involve a high potential
for exposure to liquids or particulates that are harmtul to the skin
or capable of being absorbed through intact skin.

(d) Response operations must be conducted in confined,
poorly ventilated areas and the absence of conditions under pars.
(a) to (c) has not been established.

(12) “Level B release” means a release of a hazardous sub-
stance that necessitates the highest level of protective equipment
for the respiratory systems of emergency response personnel, but
less skin protection than a level A release, because operations at
the site of the release do not involve a high potential for exposure
to liquids or particulates that are harmful to the skin or capable of
being absorbed through intact skin and any of the following condi-
tions exists:

(a) The type and concentration of substances in the atmosphere
have been identified and are dangerous to respiration but are not
harmful to skin or capable of being absorbed through intact skin.

(b) The atmosphere contains less than 19.5 percent oxygen but
does not contain substances that are harmful to skin or capable of
being absorbed through intact skin.

(c) Vapors or gases are present that have not been completely
identified but it is known that those vapors or gases are not harm-
ful to skin or capable of being absorbed through intact skin.

(13) “Local emergency response team’™ means a team that the
local emergency planning committee identifies under s. 323.61
(Zm) (e).

(14) “Local health department” has the meaning given in s.
250.01 (4).

(15) “Local unit of government” means a county, city, village,
or town.

(16) “Public health emergency” means the occurrence or
tmminent threat of an illness or health condition that meets all of
the following criteria:

(a) Is believed to be caused by bioterrorism or a novel or pre-
viously controlled or eradicated biological agent.

(b) Poses a high probability of any of the following:

1. A large number of deaths or serious or long—term disabili-
ties among humans.

2. A high probability of widespread exposure to a biological,
chemical, or radiological agent that creates a significant risk of
substantial future harm to a large number of people.

(17) “Public works™ means the physical structures and facili-
ties developed or acquired by a local unit of government or a fed-
erally recognized American Indian tribe or band in this state to
provide services and functions for the benefit and use of the pub-
lic, including water, sewerage, waste disposal, utilities, and trans-
portation.

(18) “Radiological agent” means radiation or radioactive
material at a level that is dangerous to humans, animals, plants, or
other living organisms.

(19) “State agency” means any office, commission, board,
department, or bureau of state government.

SUBCHAPTER 11

POWERS AND DUTIES RELATED TO EMERGENCY

323.10 Declaration by governor. The governor may issue
an executive order declaring a state of emergency for the state or
any portion of the state if he or she determines that an emergency
resulting from a disaster or the imminent threat of a disaster exists.

If the governor determines that a public health emergency exists,
he or she may issue an executive order declaring a state of emer-
gency related to public health for the state or any portion of the
state and may designate the department of health services as the
lead state agency to respond to that emergency. If the governor
determines that the emergency is related to computer or tele-
communication systems, he or she may designate the department
of administration as the lead agency to respond to that emergency.
A state of emergency shall not exceed 60 days, unless the state of
emergency is extended by joint resolution of the legislature. A
copy of the executive order shall be filed with the secretary of
state. The executive order may be revoked at the discretion of
either the governor by executive order or the legislature by joint
resolution.

323.11 Declaration by local government. The goveming
body of any local unit of government may declare, by ordinance
or resolution, an emergency existing within the local unit of gov-
ernment whenever conditions arise by reason of a riot or civil
commotion, a disaster, or an imminent threat of a disaster, that
impairs transportation, food or fuel supplies, medical care, fire,
health or police protection, or other critical systems of the local
unit of government. The period of the emergency shall be limited
by the ordinance or resolution to the time during which the emer-
gency conditions exist or are likely to exist.

323.12 Governor; duties and powers; out-of-state
assistance. (1) ONGOING DUTIES. The governor shall do all of
the following:

(a) Review orders establishing or altering emergency manage-
ment areas.

(b) Review state emergency management plans and modifica-
tions to the plans.

(c) Determine responsibilities of state departments and inde-
pendent agencies with respect to emergency management and by
order direct those departments and agencies in utilizing personnel,
facilities, supplies, and equipment before and during a state of
emergency.

(2) ONGOING POWERS. The govemor may do all of the follow-
ing:

(a) On behalf of the state, enter into mutual aid agreements
conceming emergency management with other states.

(b) Accept from any source gifts and grants including services
for emergency management purposes and may authorize the state
and local units of government to receive such gifts and grants.
When grants require participation by a local unit of government,
the state may transfer title to equipment acquired through an
agreement between participating local units of government.

(c) If the governor determines that a condition of civil disorder
or a threat to the safety of persons on state property or damage or
destruction to state property exists, he or she may, without declar-
ing an emergency, call out the state traffic patrol or the conserva-
tion warden service or members of that patrol or service for use in
connection with the threat to life or property.

(3) DUTIES DURING AN EMERGENCY. During a state of emer-
gency declared under s. 323.10, the governor shall issue orders,
delegate such authority as is necessary to the administrator, and
direct the division to coordinate emergency management activi-
ties.

(4) POWERS DURING AN EMERGENCY. The governor may do all
of the following during a state of emergency declared under s.
323.10:

(a) Declare priority of emergency management contracts over
other contracts, allocate materials and facilities in his or her dis-
cretion, and take, use, and destroy, in the name of the state, private
property for emergency management purposes. The governor
shall keep records of that action. Those records shall be evidence

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of a claim against the state. The claim against the state shall be
referred to the claims board under s. 16.007.

(b) Issue such orders as he or she deems necessary for the secu-
rity of persons and property.

(c) Contract on behalf of the state with any person to provide,
on a cost basis, equipment and services to be used to respond to
a disaster or the imminent threat of a disaster.

(d) Suspend the provisions of any administrative rule if the
strict compliance with that rule would prevent, hinder, or delay
necessary actions to respond to the disaster.

(e) Athis or her discretion, waive any fee required by the state
for the replacement of a permit, license, approval, or other authori-
zation for a person who resides or is headquartered in the area to
which the governor’s executive order under s. 323.10 applies and
whose permit, license, approval, or other authorization is lost or
destroyed in connection with the state of emergency.

(5) WORK PERFORMED BY AN OUT-OF-STATE BUSINESS OR
EMPLOYEE. (a) In this subsection:

1. “Declared state of emergency” means a state of emergency
declared by the governor under s. 323.10.

2. “Disaster period” means the time that begins 10 days before
a declared state of emergency and ends 60 days after the declared
state of emergency ends.

3. “Disaster relief work™ means work, including repairing,
renovating, installing, building, or performing other services or
activities, relating to infrastructure in this state that has been dam-
aged, impaired, or destroyed in connection with a declared state
of emergency.

4. “Doing business in this state” has the meaning given in s.
71.22 (Ir), except that members of a combined group, as defined
ins. 71.255 (1) (a), are not considered to be doing business in this
state based solely on another member of the combined group
doing business in this state. A business shall be considered to be
doing business in this state for purposes of ch. 77 if it performs dis-
aster relief work in this state.

5. “Infrastructure™ means property and equipment owned or
used by a telecommunications provider or cable operator or that
is used for communications networks, including telecommunica-
tions, broadband, and multichannel video networks; electric gen-
eration, transmission, and distribution systems; gas distribution
systems; water pipelines; and any related support facilities that
service multiple customers or citizens, including buildings,
offices, lines, poles, pipes, structures, equipment, and other real
or personal property.

6. “Out—of—state business” means a sole proprietorship, part-
nership, limited liability company, joint venture, corporation, or
other organization or enterprise, whether operated for profit or not
for profit, that is not organized under the laws of this state and that,
except for disaster relief work during a disaster period, was not
doing business in this state during the 3 taxable years immediately
preceding the disaster period or the current taxable year in which
the declared state of emergency occurs.

7. “Out—of-state employee” means an individual who does
not work in this state, except for disaster relief work during a dis-
aster period, and who immediately prior to that declared state of
emergency was not a resident of this state, was not doing business
in this state that required a tax return to be filed in this state, and
was not performing services in this state that required a tax return
to be filed in this state.

8. “Taxable year” has the meaning given in s. 71.01 (12).

(b) Subject to par. (c), any out—of—state business or out—of—
state employee is exempt from all of the following for disaster
relief work performed during a disaster period:

1. Any applicable state withholding, income, franchise, or use
tax, and any related registration requirement or fee, as provided
under ss. 71.03 (2) (a) 2., 71.04 (7) (f) 17.,71.05 (1) (g), 71.23 (3)
(bm), 71.25 (9) (f) 17. and (16), 71.26 (2) (a) 12., 71.64 (6) (c),
71.67 (6) (b), 77.52 (7) (b) and (12), and 77.53 (9) (b) and (19).

EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT 323.13

The department of revenue may examine and inspect the books,
records, memoranda, and property of any out—of—state business or
out—of—state employee to verify an exemption claimed under this
subdivision.

2. Any applicable fee imposed by a state agency, local unit of
government, or other subdivision or instrumentality of the state or
of a local unit of government.

3. Any applicable license, certificate, registration, permit, or
other credential or approval of a state agency, local unit of govern-
ment, or other subdivision or instrumentality of the state or of a
local unit of government.

(c) No later than 90 days after the last day of a disaster period,
any out—of—state business, and the employer of any out—of-state
employee, that wishes to claim an exemption under par. (b) shall
provide notice to the department of revenue, in the manner pre-
scribed by the department, that the out—of—state business or out—
of—state employee is in the state solely to perform disaster relief
work. The notice shall include all of the following information for
each out—of—state business and each out—of—state employee:

. Legal name and business name, if any.
. State of domicile or residence.

. Principal address.

. Federal tax identification number.

5. The date of entry to the state for the purpose of performing
the disaster relief work.

6. Contact information.

(d) A business organized under the laws of this state shall pro-
vide the information required under par. (c) for any out—of—state
business that is a related entity, as defined in s. 71.22 (9am), that

enters the state to perform disaster relief.

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323.13 Adjutant general; duties and powers.
(1) ONGOING DUTIES. The adjutant general shall do all of the fol-
lowing:

(a) Serve as the governor’s principal assistant for directing and
coordinating emergency management activities.

(b) Subject to approval by the governor, develop and adopt a
state plan of emergency management for the security of persons
and property. In developing the plan, the adjutant general shall
seek the advice of the administrator, shall seek the advice of the
department of health services with respect to the emergency medi-
cal aspects of the plan, and shall seek the advice of the department
of administration with respect to aspects of the plan related to
computer or telecommunication systems. The plan shall specify
equipment and personnel standards, and shall require the use of
the incident command system, and specify the type of incident
command system, by all emergency response agencies, including
local health departments, during a state of emergency declared
under s. 323.10 or 323.11.

(c) Prescribe and carry out statewide training programs and
exercises to develop emergency management proficiency, dis-
seminate information, and coordinate emergency management
programs. The training programs shall include training in manag-
ing emergency operations utilizing the incident command system
for local unit of government officials, officers, and employees
whose duties include responding to a disaster or the imminent
threat of a disaster, including officers and employees of local
health departments. The adjutant general shall consult with the
administrator, with the department of health services regarding
the provision of incident command system training to local health
department personnel, and with the department of administration
regarding the provision of incident command system training for
emergencies related to computer or telecommunication systems.
To the extent possible, the adjutant general shall utilize federal
funding to provide incident command system training.

(d) Fumnish guidance and establish standards for emergency
management programs for local units of government, and pre-
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scribe nomenclature for all levels of emergency management,
with the advice of the administrator. The standards shall include
a requirement that local unit of government emergency manage-
ment programs adopted under s. 323.14 (1) (a) 1. and (b) 1. utilize
the incident command system during a state of emergency
declared under s. 323.10 or 323.11 or in any other multi—jurisdic-
tional or multi—agency emergency response. The standards for
fire, rescue, and emergency medical services shall include the
adoption of the intergovernmental cooperation Mutual Aid Box
Alarm System as a mechanism that may be used for deploying per-
sonnel and equipment in a multi—jurisdictional or multi-agency
emergency response. The standards for agencies that manage
public works shall include the suggestion that the local unit of
government, or a federally recognized American Indian tribe or
band in this state, adopt the mutual assistance agreement created
by the division for the intergovernmental collaboration of public
works personnel, equipment, and resources in a multi—jurisdic-
tional or multi—agency emergency response. The adjutant general
shall consult with representatives of public works professional
associations and organizations regarding the content of that agree-
ment.

(dm) If the adjutant general finds that a local unit of govern-
ment has not developed, adopted, and implemented an emergency
management plan as required under s. 323.14 (1), refuse to
approve grants of funds or items of equipment awarded under this
chapter to the local unit of government until the local unit of gov-
ernment does so. If the local unit of government fails to use the
funds or items of equipment granted in accordance with the agree-
ment under which the grant was made, the adjutant general may
refuse to make any additional grants to the local unit of govern-
ment until it has complied with the conditions of the prior grant,
and he or she may start recovery proceedings on the funds and
items of equipment that have not been used in accordance with the
conditions of the grant.

(e) Provide assistance to the Wisconsin wing of the civil air
patrol from the appropriation under s. 20.465 (3) (f) for the pur-
pose of enabling the patrol to perform its assigned missions and
duties as prescribed by U.S. air force regulations. Expenses eligi-
ble for assistance are aircraft acquisition and maintenance, com-
munications equipment acquisition and maintenance and office
staffing and operational expenses. The civil air patrol shall submit
vouchers for expenses eligible for assistance to the division.

(f) No later than 90 days after a state of emergency relating to
public health is declared and the department of health services is
not designated under s. 323.10 as the lead state agency to respond
to that emergency and no later than 90 days after the termination
of this state of emergency relating to public health, submit to the
legislature under s. 13.172 (2) and to the governor a report on all
of the following:

1. The emergency powers used by the department of military
affairs or its agents.

2. The expenses incurred by the department of military affairs
and its agents in acting under the state of emergency related to
public health.

(2) ONGOING POWERS. The adjutant general may do all of the
following:

(a) Divide the state into emergency management regions com-
posed of whole counties, subject to approval by the govemor, and
modify the boundaries of those regions as changed conditions
warrant.

(b) Appoint a director of emergency management for each
region under par. (a) under the classified service on either a part—
time or full-time basis, or ask the governor to designate any state
officer or employee as acting regional director on a part—time
basis.

(c) Designate and post highways as emergency management
routes closed to all but authorized vehicles when required for
training programs and exercises.

(d) Prescribe traffic routes and control traffic during a state of
emergency.

(e) Organize and train state mobile support units to aid any
region during a state of emergency. The units may participate in
training programs and exercises within or outside the state.

(f) Request the department of health services to inspect or pro-
vide for the inspection of shipments of radioactive waste, obtain
and analyze data concerning the radiation level of shipments of
radioactive waste and issue reports concerning these shipments
and radiation levels. The adjutant general may assess and collect
and receive contributions for any costs incurred under this para-
graph from any person who produced the radioactive waste which
is the subject of the activity for which the costs are incurred. In
this paragraph, “radioactive waste” has the meaning given in s.
293.25 (1) (b).

(g) Assess and collect and receive contributions for any costs
incurred by state agencies to establish and maintain radiological
emergency response plans related to nuclear generating facilities.

(h) Make payments for disaster assistance under ss. 323.30 and
323.31.

323.14 Local government; duties and powers.
(1) OnGoiNnG DUTIES. (a) 1. Subject to subd. 3., each county
board shall develop and adopt an emergency management plan
and program that is compatible with the state plan of emergency
management under s. 323.13 (1) (b).

2. Each county board shall designate a head of emergency
management. In counties having a county executive under s.
59.17, the county board shall designate the county executive or
confirm his or her appointee as county head of emergency man-
agement. Notwithstanding sub. (2) (b), an individual may not
simultaneously serve as the head of emergency management for
2 or more counties.

3. Each county board shall designate a committee of the board
as a county emergency management committee. The chairperson
of the county board shall designate the chairperson of the com-
mittee. In counties having a county executive under s. 59.17, the
committee shall retain policy—making and rule—making powers in
the establishment and development of county emergency man-
agement plans and programs.

(b) 1. The goveming body of each city, village, or town shall
develop and adopt an emergency management plan and program
that is compatible with the state plan of emergency management
adopted under s. 323.13 (1) (b).

2. The governing body of each city, village, or town shall des-
ignate a head of emergency management services.

(2) ONGOING POWERS, (a) The governing body of a local unit
of government may appropriate funds and levy taxes for its emer-
gency management program under sub. (1).

(b) Local units of govemment may cooperate under s. 66.0301
to furnish services, combine offices, and finance emergency man-
agement programs.

(c) Local units of government may contract for emergency
management services with political subdivisions, agencies, and
federally recognized American Indian tribes and bands of this
state, and, upon prior approval of the adjutant general, with such
entities in bordering states. A copy of each agreement shall be
filed with the adjutant general within 10 days after execution of
that agreement.

(3) DUTIES DURING AN EMERGENCY. (a) If the governing body
of a local unit of government declares an emergency under s.
323.11 and intends to make use of volunteer health care practition-
ers, as specified in s. 257.03, the governing body or its agent shall,
as soon as possible, notify the department of health services of this
intent.
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(b) During a state of emergency declared by the governor, a
local unit of government situated within the area to which the gov-
ernor’s executive order applies may employ personnel, facilities.
and other resources consistent with the plan adopted under sub. (1)
(a) 1. or (b) 1. to cope with the problems that resulted in the gover-
nor declaring the emergency. Nothing in this chapter prohibits
local units of government from employing their personnel, facili-
ties, and resources consistent with the plan adopted under sub. (1)
(a) 1. or (b) 1. to cope with the problems of local disasters except
where restrictions are imposed by federal regulations on property
donated by the federal government.

(4) POWERS DURING AN EMERGENCY. (a) The emergency
power of the governing body conferred under s. 323.11 includes
the general authority to order, by ordinance or resolution, what-
ever is necessary and expedient for the health, safety, protection,
and welfare of persons and property within the local unit of gov-
ernment in the emergency and includes the power to bar, restrict,
or remove all unnecessary traffic, both vehicular and pedestrian,
from the highways, notwithstanding any provision of chs. 341 to
349.

(b) If, because of the emergency conditions, the governing
body of the local unit of government is unable to meet promptly,
the chief executive officer or acting chief executive officer of any
local unit of government shall exercise by proclamation all of the
powers conferred upon the governing body under par. (a) or s.
323.11 that appear necessary and expedient. The proclamation
shall be subject to ratification, alteration, modification, or repeal
by the governing body as soon as that body can meet, but the sub-
sequent action taken by the governing body shall not affect the
prior validity of the proclamation.

323.15 Heads of emergency management; duties and
powers. (1) ONGOING DUTIES. (a) The head of emergency man-
agement for each local unit of government shall implement the
plan adopted under s. 323.14 (1) (a) 1. or (b) 1., whichever is appli-
cable, and perform such other duties related to emergency man-
agement as are required by the governing body and the emergency
management committee of the governing body when applicable.
The emergency management plans shall require the use of the
incident command system by all emergency response agencies,
including local health departments, during a state of emergency
declared under s. 323.10 or 323.11.

(b) The head of emergency management for each county shall
coordinate and assist in developing city, village, and town emer-
gency management plans within the county, integrate the plans
with the county plan, advise the department of military affairs of
all emergency management planning in the county and submit to
the adjutant general the reports that he or she requires, direct and
coordinate emergency management activities throughout the
county during a state of emergency, and direct countywide emer-
gency management training programs and exercises.

(c) The head of emergency management in each city, village
and town shall do all of the following:

1. Direct local emergency management training programs
and exercises.

2. Direct participation in emergency management programs
and exercises that are ordered by the adjutant general or the county
head of emergency management.

3. Advise the county head of emergency management on
local emergency management programs.

4. Submit to the county head of emergency management any
reports he or she requires.

(4) POWERS DURING AN EMERGENCY. During a state of emer-
gency declared by the governor, the head of emergency man-
agement for each local unit of government, on behalf of his or her
respective local unit of government, may contract with any person

to provide equipment and services on a cost basis to be used to
respond to a disaster, or the imminent threat of a disaster.

323.16 Powers of law enforcement officers. During any
state of emergency declared by the governor or during any train-

tant general through the sheriff of the county in which an assigned
function is performed.

323.25 Personnel restrictions. (1) No personnel, while
performing emergency management functions consistent with a
plan adopted under s.

(2) No personnel, while performing emergency management
functions consistent with a plan adopted under s. 323.13 (1) (b) or
323.14 (1) (a) L. or (b) 1., shall be employed to interfere with the
orderly process of a labor dispute.

(3) No person may be employed or associated in any capacity
in any state or local unit of government emergency management
program under s. 323.13 (1) (b) or 323.14 (1) (a) 1. or (b) 1. who
advocates a change by force or violence in the constitutional form
of government of the United States or this state or who has been
convicted of or is under indictment or information charging any
subversive act against the United States.

323.28 Penalties. Whoever intentionally fails to comply with
an order issued by an agent of the state or of a local unit of govemn-
ment who is engaged in emergency management activities under
this chapter, including training exercises, is subject to a forfeiture
of not more than $200.

323.29 Statewide public safety interoperable commu-
nication system.

(b) “Dispatch center” has the meaning given for “‘public safety
answering point” in s. 256.35 (1) (gm).

(c) “Interoperability” means the ability of public safety agen-
cies to communicate with each other and with agencies and enti-
ties identified under sub. (2) (a) by means of radio or associated
communications systems, including the exchange of voice, data,
or video communications on demand and in real time, as needed
and authorized.

(d) “Public safety agency” has the meaning given in s. 256.35
(1) (@)

(2) INTEROPERABILITY COUNCIL. The council shall do all of the
following:

(a) Identify types of agencies and entities, including public
works and transportation agencies, hospitals, and volunteer emer-
gency services agencies to be included, in addition to public safety
agencies, in a statewide public safety interoperable communica-
tion system.

(b) Recommend short—term and long—term goals to achieve a
statewide public safety interoperable communication system.

(c) Recommend and periodically review a strategy and time-
line for achieving the goals under par. (b), including objectives for
local units of government.

(d) Assist the department in identifying and obtaining funding
to implement a statewide public safety interoperable communica-
tion system.

(e) Advise the department on allocating funds, including those
available for homeland security, for the purpose of achieving the
goals under par. (b).

(f) Make recommendations to the department on all of the fol-
lowing:

1. Technical and operational standards for public safety inter-
operable communication systems.

2. Guidelines and procedures for using public safety interop-
erable communication systems.

3. Minimum standards for public safety interoperable com-
munication systems, facilities, and equipment used by dispatch
centers.

4. Certification criteria for persons who operate public safety
interoperable communication systems for dispatch centers.

(3) DEPARTMENT DUTIES AND POWERS. (a) The department
shall provide staff support for the council and oversight of the
development and operation of a statewide public safety interoper-
able communication system.

(b) The department may do any of the following:

1. Charge a public safety agency that is a state agency a fee
for use of the statewide public safety interoperable commu-
nication system under this section.

2. Charge a person that is not a state agency a fee for use of
the statewide public safety interoperable communication system
under this section.

(4) DIRECTOR OF EMERGENCY COMMUNICATIONS, The adjutant
general shall appoint a director of emergency communications
within the division to serve at the pleasure of the adjutant general
outside the classified service. The position shall be funded from

the appropriation under s. 20.465 (3) (q).

DISASTER ASSISTANCE PROGRAMS

323.30 Federal disaster assistance. The adjutant general
shall make payments from the appropriation under s. 20.465 (3)
(e) to pay this state's share of grants to individuals and to provide
a share of any required state share of contributions to local govern-
ments, as defined in 42 USC 5122 (6), for major disaster recovery
assistance. Payment of this state’s share of any contribution to a
local government under this section is contingent upon copay-
ment of that share by the local government, but not to exceed 12.5
percent of the total eligible cost of assistance. No payment may
be made under this section without the prior approval of the secre-
tary of administration.

323.31 State disaster assistance. From the appropria-
tions under s. 20.465 (3) (b) and (s), the adjutant general shall
make payments to retail electric cooperatives, as defined in s.

(7u), and to federally recognized American Indian tribes and
bands in this state for the damages and costs incurred as the result
of a disaster if federal disaster assistance is not available for that
disaster because the govemor's request that the president declare
the disaster a major disaster under 42 USC 5170 has been denied
or because the disaster, as determined by the department of mili-
tary affairs, does not meet the statewide or countywide per capita
impact indicator under the public assistance program that is issued
by the federal emergency management agency. To be eligible for
a payment under this section, the retail electric cooperative, local
governmental unit, or tribe or band shall pay 30 percent of the
amount of the damages and costs resulting from the disaster. The
department of military affairs shall promulgate rules establishing
the application process and the criteria for determining eligibility
for payments under this section.

SUBCHAPTER IV
LIABILITY AND EXEMPTIONS

323.40 Responsibility for worker’s compensation.
(1) EMPLOYEES OF LOCAL UNIT OF GOVERNMENT. An employee of
a local unit of government’s emergency management program is
an employee of that local unit of government for worker’s com-
pensation under ch. 102 unless the responsibility to pay worker’s
compensation benefits are assigned as provided under s. 66.0313
or under an agreement between the local unit of government and
the state or another local unit of government.

(2) STATE AGENCY VOLUNTEERS. A volunteer who registers
with a state agency to assist the agency without compensation,
other than reimbursement for travel, lodging, or meals, during a
disaster, an imminent threat of a disaster, or a related training exer-
cise is considered an employee of the agency for worker’s com-
pensation under ch. 102, for purposes of any claim related to the
assistance provided.

(3) LOCAL UNIT OF GOVERNMENT VOLUNTEERS. (a) Except as
provided in par. (b), an individual who registers in writing with a
local unit of government’s emergency management program to
provide his or her own labor without compensation, other than
reimbursement for travel, lodging, or meals, during a disaster, an
imminent threat of a disaster, or a related training exercise is con-
sidered an employee of the local unit of government for worker’s
compensation under ch. 102 for purposes of any claim relating to
the labor provided.

(b) This subsection does not apply to an individual’s provision
of services if s, 257.03 applies.

(1) EMPLOYEE OF LOCAL UNIT OF GOVERNMENT. An employee of
a local unit of government’s emergency management program is
an employee of that local unit of government under ss. 893.80,
895.35, and 895.46 for purposes of any claim, unless the responsi-
bility related to a claim under ss. 893.80, 895.35, and 895.46 is
assigned as provided under s. 66.0313 or under an agreement
between the local unit of government and the state or another local
unit of government.

(2) STATE AGENCY VOLUNTEERS. Except as provided in s.
323.45, a volunteer who registers with a state agency to assist the
agency without compensation, other than reimbursement for
travel, lodging, or meals, during a disaster, an imminent threat of
a disaster, or a related training exercise is considered an employee
of the agency under ss. 893.82 and 895.46, for purposes of any
claim related to the assistance provided.

(3) LocAL UNIT OF GOVERNMENT VOLUNTEERS. (a) Except as
provided in par. (b), an individual who registers in writing with a
local unit of government’s emergency management program to
provide his or her own labor without compensation, other than
reimbursement for travel, lodging, or meals, during a disaster, an
imminent threat of a disaster, or a related training exercise is con-
sidered an employee of the local unit of government under ss.
893.80, 895.35, and 895.46 for purposes of any claim relating to
the labor provided.

(b) This subsection does not apply to an individual’s provision
of services if s. 257.03 or 323.45 applies.

(4) ExcepTions. This section does not apply if the person’s act
or omission involves reckless, wanton, or intentional misconduct.

323.42 Reimbursement of local units of government.
(1) In any calendar year, if the amount the local unit of govern-
ment is liable for under ss. 323.40 and 323.41 plus losses incurred
under s. 323.43 exceed $1 per capita of the local unit of govern-
ment’s population, the state shall reimburse the local unit of gov-
ernment the amount of the excess.

(2) In addition, the state shall reimburse a local unit of govern-
ment for any future expenses for worker’s compensation and
expenses under ss. 893.80, 895.35, and 895.46 that result from an
incident that occurred in a calendar year for which the state reim-
bursed the local unit of government under sub. (1).

(3) Except as provided in sub. (4), any reimbursement under
sub. (1) or (2) shall be made from the appropriation in s. 20.465
(3) (a) upon approval of the adjutant general.

(4) Any reimbursement under sub. (1) or (2) for an amount for
which a local unit of government is liable based on a worker’s
compensation claim under s. 323.40 (3) for an injury incurred
before, on, or after July 2, 2013, shall be made from the appropria-
tion in s. 20.465 (3) (am) upon approval of the adjutant general.

323.43 Bearing of losses. Subject to s. 323.42, any loss
arising from the damage to or destruction of government—owned
equipment utilized in any authorized emergency management
activity shall be borne by the owner of the equipment.

323.44 Public shelters. (1) Any person owning or control-
ling real property who voluntarily and without compensation per-
mits the state or any of its political subdivisions to inspect, desig-
nate, and use the whole or any part of the real property for the
purpose of sheltering persons during a disaster, an imminent threat
of a disaster, or a related training exercise is immune from civil lia-
bility for negligently causing the death of or injury to any person
on or about the real property while it is being used to shelter per-
sons during a disaster, an imminent threat of a disaster, or a related
training exercise, if the owner or controller has complied with sub.

(2).

EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT 323.50

(2) Any person owning or controlling real property who gratu-
itously grants the use of that real property for the purposes stated
in sub. (1) shall make known to the licensee any hidden dangers
or safety hazards which are known to the owner or occupant of the
real property that might possibly result in death or injury or loss
of property to any person making use of the property.

323.45 Providers of equipment and other items.
(1) Except as provided in subs. (2) and (4), no person who pro-
vides equipment, materials, facilities, labor, or services is liable
for the death of or injury to any person or damage to any property
caused by his or her actions if the person did so under all of the
following conditions:

(a) Under the direction of the governor, the adjutant general,
the governing body, chief or acting chief executive officer, or head
of emergency management services of any local unit of govern-
ment or federally recognized American Indian tribe or band in this
state, the department of health services if that department is desig-
nated by the governor under s. 323.10, or the local health depart-
ment acting under s. 251.05 (3) (e).

(b) In response to enemy action, a disaster, or a federally
declared state of emergency or during a state of emergency
declared by the governor.

(2) This section does not apply if the person’s act or omission
involved reckless, wanton, or intentional misconduct.

(3) This section does not affect the right of any person to
receive benefits to which he or she otherwise would be entitled
under the worker’s compensation law or under any pension law,
nor does it affect entitlement to any other benefits or compensa-
tion authorized by state or federal law.

(4) (a) This section does not apply to a person’s provision of
services if s. 257.03 or 323.41 applies.

(b) This section does not apply to a person’s provision of facili-

ties if s. 257.04 or 323.44 applies.

SUBCHAPTER V

EMERGENCY LOCATION AND
CONTINUITY OF GOVERNMENT

323.50 Definitions. In this subchapter:

(1) “Interim successor” means a person designated under this
subchapter, if the officer is unavailable as the result of enemy
action, to exercise the powers and discharge the duties of an office
until a successor is appointed or elected and qualified as provided
by law or until the lawful incumbent is able to resume the exercise
of the powers and discharge the duties of the office.

NOTE: Sub. (1) is amended by 2009 Wis. Act 42, effective the day after the
secretary of state notifies the legislature that an amendment to the Wisconsin
Constitution has been approved that requires the legislature to provide for tem-
porary succession to the powers and duties of public offices for the period of an
emergency resulting from a cause other than an enemy action, to read as follows:

(1) “Interim successor’” means a person designated under this subch  if

the officer is unavailable as the result of a disaster or the imminent threat of a
disaster, to exercise the powers and discharge the duties of an office until a suc-
cessor is appointed or elected and qualified as provided by law or until the lawful
incumbent is able to resume the exercise of the powers and discharge the duties
of the office.

(2) “Office” includes all state and local offices, the powers and
duties of which are defined by law, except the office of governor,

and except those in the legislature and the judiciary.

(3) “Officer” means a person who holds an office.

(4) “Political subdivision” includes local units of government,
special districts, authorities, and other public corporations and
entities whether organized and existing under charter or general
law.

(5) “Unavailable” means that a vacancy in office exists and
there is no deputy authorized to exercise all of the powers and dis-
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charge the duties of the office, or that the lawful incumbent of the

office and his or her duly authorized deputy are absent or unable

to exercise the powers and discharge the duties of the office.

323.51 Emergency seat of state government. (1) Des-
IGNATION AND USE OF A TEMPORARY LOCATION BY THE GOVERNOR
Whenever, as the result of a disaster or the imminent threat of a
disaster, it becomes imprudent, inexpedient or impossible to con-
duct the affairs of state government at the state capital, the gover-
nor shall, as often as the exigencies of the situation require, des-
ignate a temporary location for the seat of government at a place
in or outside this state. The governor shall take any action and
issue any orders necessary for an orderly transition of the affairs
of state government to the temporary location. If practicable, the
temporary location the governor designates shall conform to that
provided for in the current emergency management plan autho-
rized under subch. II. The temporary location shall remain as the
seat of government until the governor establishes a new location
under this section, or until the seat of government is returned to its
normal location.

(1m) DESIGNATION OF TEMPORARY LOCATION BY THE LEGISLA-
TURE. (a) The legislature, by joint rule, may provide a process for
designating a temporary seat of government for the legislature that
is different than the location under sub. (1).

(b) Whenever, as the result of a disaster, as defined in s. 13.42
(1) (a), or the imminent threat of a disaster, it becomes imprudent,
inexpedient, or impossible to conduct the business of the legisla-
ture at the state capital, the legislature may meet at the temporary
location designated as provided under par. (a) or sub. (1) until it
is no longer, as a result of the disaster or imminent threat of disas-
ter, imprudent, inexpedient, or impossible, to conduct the business
of the legislature at the state capital.

(c) Pursuant to the session schedule under s. 13.02 (3), the leg-
islature may meet for up to one week per session in a location that
is not the state capital or the temporary location designated as pro-
vided under par. (a) or sub. (1) to practice meeting at a temporary
location.

(d) Information about the temporary location designated as
provided under par. (a) is not subject to inspection or copying
under s. 19.35 (1).

(2) EXERCISE OF GOVERNMENTAL AUTHORITY. While the seat of
government remains at a temporary location all official acts
required by law to be performed at the seat of government by any
officer, independent agency, department, or authority of this state,
including the convening and meeting of the legislature in regular
or special session under sub. (1) or (1m) (b) or (c), shall be as valid
and binding when performed at the temporary location as if per-
formed at the normal location.

323.52 Temporary locations of government for local
units of government. (1) DESIGNATION OF TEMPORARY LOCA-
TIONS. Whenever during a state of emergency it becomes impru-
dent, inexpedient, or impossible to conduct the affairs of local
government at the regular or usual place, the governing body of
each local unit of government may meet at any place within or
without the territorial limits of the local unit of government on the
call of the presiding officer or his or her successor, and shall pro-
ceed to establish and designate by ordinance, resolution, or other
manner, alternate or substitute places as the temporary locations
of government where all, or any part, of the public business may
be transacted and conducted during the emergency situation.
Such alternate or substitute places may be within or without the
territorial limits of the local unit of government and may be within
or without those of the state. If practicable, they shall be the places
designated as the temporary locations of government in the cur-
rent emergency management plan.
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(2) EXERCISE OF GOVERNMENTAL AUTHORITY. While the public
business is being conducted at a temporary location, the govern-
ing body and other officers of a local unit of govemnment shall pos-
sess and exercise all of the executive, legislative, administrative,
and judicial powers and functions conferred upon the body and
officers under state law. Those powers and functions, except judi-
cial, may be exercised in the light of the exigencies of the emer-
gency situation without regard to or compliance with time—con-
suming procedures and formalities prescribed by law. All acts of
the body and officers shall be as valid and binding as if performed
within the territorial limits of their local unit of government.

323.53 Succession to office; state officers. (1) EMERr-
GENCY INTERIM SUCCESSORS TO OFFICE OF GOVERNOR. If, during a
state of emergency resulting from enemy action, the governor is
unavailable and the lieutenant governor and the secretary of state
are unavailable, the attorney general, state treasurer, speaker of
the assembly, and the president of the senate shall in the order
named if the preceding named officers are unavailable, exercise
the powers and discharge the duties of the office of governor until
a new governor is elected and qualified, or until a preceding
named officer becomes available; but no interim successor to
those offices may serve as governor.

Constitution has been approved that requires the legislature to provide for tem-
porary succession to the powers and duties of public offices for the period of an
emergency resulting from a cause other than an enemy action, to read as follows:

bly, and the president of the senate shall in the order named if the preceding
named officers are unavailable, exercise the powers and discharge the duties of
the office of governor until a new governor is elected and qualified, or until a pre-
ceding named officer becomes available; but no interim successor to those offices
may serve as governor.

(2) INTERIM SUCCESSORS FOR OTHER STATE OFFICERS, (a) All
state officers, subject to regulations that the governor, or other
official authorized under the constitution or this section to exer-
cise the powers and discharge the duties of the office of governor,
may issue, shall, in addition to any deputy authorized to exercise
all of the powers and discharge the duties of the office, designate
by title interim successors and specify their order of succession.
The officer shall review and revise, as necessary, designations
made under this section to ensure their current status. The officer
shall designate a sufficient number of interim successors so that
there will be not fewer than 3 nor more than 7 deputies or interim
successors or any combination of deputies or interim successors,
at any time.

(b) If, during a state of emergency resulting from enemy
action, any state officer is unavailable and his or her deputy, if any,
is also unavailable, the powers of his or her office shall be exer-
cised and the duties of his or her office shall be discharged by his
or her designated interim successors in the order specified. The
interim successor shall exercise the powers and discharge the
duties of the office only until any of the following occurs:

in the order specified. The interim successor shall exercise the powers and dis-
charge the duties of the office only until any of the following occurs:

1. Where a vacancy exists, the governor under the constitu-
tion or authority other than this section, or other official autho-
rized under the constitution or this section to exercise the powers
and discharge the duties of the office of governor, appoints a suc-
cessor to fill the vacancy.
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2. A successor is appointed, or elected and qualified as pro-
vided by law other than under subd. .

3. An officer, the officer’s deputy or a preceding named
interim successor becomes available to exercise, or resume the
exercise of, the powers and discharge the duties of the office.

323.54 Succession to office; local officers. (1) The
governing body of any political subdivision may enact ordinances
and resolutions to provide a method by which interim appoint-
ments to public office are made during periods of emergency to fill
vacancies in offices that result from enemy action. The ordi-
nances or resolutions shall define the scope of the powers and
duties that interim appointees may exercise, and shall provide for
termination of the interim appointments.

NOTE: Sub. (1) is amended by 2009 Wis. Act 42, effective the day after the
secretary of state notifies the legislature that an d t to the Wisconsin
Constitution has been approved that requires the legislature to provide for tem-
porary succession to the powers and duties of public offices for the period of an
emergency resulting from a cause other than an enemy action, to read as follows:

(1) The governing body of any political subdivision may enact ordinances and
resolutions to provide a method by which interim appointments to public office
are made during periods of emergency to fill vacancies in offices that result from

a di or the i t threat of a di The ordi or resolutions

shall define the scope of the powers and duties that interim appointees may exer-
cise, and shall provide for termination of the interim appointments.

(2) Each officer of a political subdivision for whom an interim
successor is not determined by ordinance or resolution adopted
under sub. (1) shall, subject to such regulations as the executive
head of the political subdivision issues, designate by title, if feasi-
ble, or by named person, interim successors and specify their
order of succession. The officer shall review and revise, as neces-
sary, designations made pursuant to this section to ensure their
current status. The officer shall designate a sufficient number of
persons so that there will be not fewer than 3 nor more than 7 depu-
ties or interim successors or any combination at any time. If any
officer of any political subdivision or his or her deputy provided
for pursuant to law is unavailable, the powers of the office shall
be exercised and duties shall be discharged by his or her desig-
nated interim successors in the order specified. The interim suc-
cessor shall exercise the powers and discharge the duties of the
office to which designated until the vacancy that exists is filled in
accordance with the constitution or statutes or until the officer or
his or her deputy or a preceding interim successor again becomes
available to exercise the powers and discharge the duties of his or
her office.

323.55 Interim successors. (1) STATUS AND QUALIFICA-
TIONS OF DESIGNEES. No person may be designated or serve as an
interim successor under this subchapter unless he or she is eligible
under the constitution and statutes to hold the office to which pow-
ers and duties he or she is designated to succeed, but no statutory
provision prohibiting local or state officials from holding another
office shall be applicable to an interim successor.

(2) FORMALITIES OF TAKING OFFICE. Interim successors shall
take any oath required for them to exercise the powers and dis-
charge the duties of the office to which they may succeed. No per-
son, as a prerequisite to the exercise of the powers or discharge of
the duties of an office to which he or she succeeds, shall be
required to comply with any other provision of law relative to tak-
ing office.

(3) PERIOD DURING WHICH AUTHORITY MAY BE EXERCISED. An
interim successor to an office may discharge the duties of the
office only during the continuance of an emergency resulting from
enemy action in the form of an attack. The legislature, by joint res-
olution, may at any time terminate the authority of an interim suc-
cessor to exercise the powers and discharge the duties of office
provided in this subchapter.

NOTE: Sub. (3) is amended by 2009 Wis. Act 42, effective the day after the

secretary of state notifies the legislature that an d t to the Wisconsin
Constitution has been approved that requires the legislature to provide for tem-
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porary succession to the powers and duties of public offices for the period of an
emergency resulting from a cause other than an enemy action, to read as follows:

(3) PERIOD DURING WHICH AUTHORITY MAY BE EXERCISED. An interim succes-
sor to an office may discharge the duties of the office only during the continuance
of an emergency resulting from a di: or the i threat of a disaster.
The legislature, by joint resolution, may at any time terminate the authority of
an interim successor to exercise the powers and discharge the duties of office
provided in this subchapter.

(4) REMOVAL OF DESIGNEES, Until such time as the persons
designated as interim successors are authorized to exercise the
powers and discharge the duties of an office in accordance with
this subchapter, those persons shall serve in their designated
capacities at the pleasure of the designating authority.

(5) DispuTES. Any dispute concerning a question of fact aris-
ing under this subchapter with respect to an office in the executive
branch of the state government, except a dispute of fact relative to
the office of governor, shall be adjudicated by the governor or
other official authorized under the constitution or this subchapter
to exercise the powers and discharge the duties of the office of
governor and his or her decision shall be final.

SUBCHAPTER VI
EMERGENCY PLANNING

323.60 Hazardous substances information and emer-
gency planning. (1) DeriNiTIONS. In this subchapter:

(b) “Committee” means a local emergency planning commit-
tee created under s. 59.54 (8) (a).

(c) “Facility” means the buildings and contiguous area of a sin-
gle location which is owned, operated or controlled by the same
person and used for conducting the activities of a public or private
agency, or as defined in 42 USC 11049 (4).

(d) “Facility plan” means a plan for response to the release of
hazardous substances from a specific facility, prepared as a com-
ponent of a local emergency response plan under sub. (5) (a) and
under 42 USC 11003.

(e) “Federal act” means 42 USC 11000 to 11050.

(f) “Hazardous chemical” means a hazardous chemical cov-
ered under 42 USC 11021 and 11022 as defined under 29 CFR
1910.1200 (c).

(g) “Hazardous substance” means an extremely hazardous
substance included in the list published by the administrator of the
U.S. environmental protection agency under 42 USC 11002 (a)
(2) or a hazardous substance as defined under 42 USC 9601 (14)
or designated by the administrator of the U.S. environmental pro-
tection agency under 42 USC 9602 (a).

(gm) “Minerals” mean unbeneficiated metallic ore but does
not include mineral aggregates such as stone, sand, and gravel.

(h) “Private agency” means a privately owned and operated
research facility or educational institution.

(1) “Public agency” means a state or local office, agency,
board, commission, committee, council, department, research
facility, educational institution or public body corporate or politic
created by constitution, law, ordinance, rule or order, or a govern-
mental or quasi—governmental corporation.

() “Threshold quantity” means a designated quantity of any
of the following:

1. A hazardous chemical which, if used by or present at a
facility, makes the facility subject to the requirements of sub. (5)
()

2. A toxic chemical which, if used by or present at a facility,
makes the facility subject to the requirements of sub. (5) (d).

(k) “Toxic chemical” means a toxic chemical covered under
42 USC 11023 (c).

(2) DuTiEs OF THEDIVISION. The division shall do all of the fol-
lowing:
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(a) Serve as the state emergency response commission under
the federal act.

(b) Promulgate rules necessary for the implementation of the
federal act.

(bg) Promulgate rules establishing an amount not to exceed
$6,000 that may be an eligible cost for computers in an emergency
planning grant under s. 323.61 (2) (br).

(c) Oversee the implementation of local emergency response
plans by committees and provide assistance to committees in exe-
cuting their duties under sub. (3) (b) to the greatest extent possible.

(d) Administer the grant program under s. 323.61.

(e) At least annually, submit a report to the governor indicating
whether each county has a committee and whether the composi-
tion of each committee conforms to 42 USC 11001 (c).

() If the composition of a county’s committee does not con-
form to 42 USC 11001 (c), inform the county board of that fact and
of the county board’s duty, under s. 59.54 (8) (a) 1., to create a
committee with members as specified in 42 USC 11001 (c).

(3) DUTIES OF COMMITTEES. A committee shall do all of the fol-
lowing:

(a) Carry out all requirements of a committee under the federal
act.

(b) Upon receipt by the committee or the committee’s desig-
nated community emergency coordinator of a notification under
sub. (5) (b) of the release of a hazardous substance, take all actions
necessary to ensure the implementation of the local emergency
response plan.

(c) Consult and coordinate with the county board, the county
and local heads of emergency management designated under s.
323.14 (1) (a) 2. or (b) 2. and the county emergency management
committee designated under s. 323.14 (1) (a) 3. in the execution
of the local emergency planning committee’s duties under this
section.

(4) DUTIES OF THE DEPARTMENT OF NATURAL RESOURCES. The
department of natural resources shall:

(a) Upon receipt of a notification under sub. (5) (b) ors.292.11
(2) of the release of a hazardous substance, provide all information
contained in the notification to the division.

(b) Have the same powers and duties at the time of a release
of a hazardous substance as are given to it under s. 292.11, includ-
ing the investigation of releases of hazardous substances, the
repair of any environmental damage which results from the
release and the recovery of costs from responsible parties. The
department of natural resources may also, at the time of a release
of a hazardous substance, identify and recommend to the division
and the committee measures to lessen or mitigate anticipated envi-
ronmental damage resulting from the release.

(c) Use the information contained in toxic chemical release
forms submitted under sub. (5) (d) in the planning and imple-
mentation of programs related to the regulation, monitoring,
abatement and mitigation of environmental pollution.

(4m) CoOPERATION. A state agency, federally recognized
American Indian tribe or band, or local governmental unit may
assist the division or a committee in the performance of its duties
under this section and may enter into an agreement with the divi-
sion or a committee.

(5) NOTIFICATION AND REPORTING REQUIREMENTS, (a) All
facilities in this state covered under 42 USC 11002 shall comply
with the emergency planning and notification requirements under
42 USC 11002 and 11003.

(b) All facilities in this state covered under 42 USC 11004 shall
comply with the notification requirements of 42 USC 11004.
Notification of the department of natural resources of the dis-
charge of a hazardous substance under s. 292.11 (2) shall consti-
tute the notification of the division required under 42 USC 11004
if the notification contains the information specified in 42 USC
11004 (b) (2) or (c).
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(c) All facilities in this state covered under 42 USC 11021 and
all public agencies and private agencies in this state at which a
hazardous chemical is present at or above an applicable threshold
quantity shall comply with the reporting requirements under 42
USC 11021 and 11022. The division shall implement minimum
threshold levels for reporting by retail gas stations that are identi-
cal to the minimum threshold levels for reporting under 42 USC
11021 and 11022.

(d) The following facilities shall comply with the toxic chemi-
cal release form requirements under 42 USC 11023 and shall sub-
mit copies of all toxic chemical release forms to the department
of natural resources:

L. All facilities subject to 42 USC 11023.

2. All public agencies and private agencies at which a toxic
chemical is used at or above an applicable threshold quantity.

3. All facilities with 10 or more employees in major group
classifications 10 to 13 in the standard industrial classification
manual, 1987 edition, published by the U.S. office of management
and budget, at which a toxic chemical is used at or above an appli-
cable threshold quantity, except that compliance with the toxic
chemical release form requirements under this subdivision is not
required for the placement of a toxic chemical in a storage or dis-
posal site or facility that is located at a facility with a permit under
ch. 293 or a mining permit under subch. III of ch. 295 if the toxic
chemical consists of or is contained in merchantable by—products,
as defined in s. 293.01 (7) or 295.41 (25), minerals, or refuse, as
defined in s. 293.01 (25) or 295.41 (41).

(e) The reporting procedures for trade secrets under 42 USC
11042 shall apply to all facilities in this state subject to the require-
ments under par. (a), (c), or (d). For the purposes of applying this
paragraph to public agencies and private agencies, the division
shall have the powers and duties granted to the administrator of the
U.S. environmental protection agency under 42 USC 11042.

(f) All facilities in this state subject to the requirements under
par. (c) or (d) shall comply with the procedures for providing
information under 42 USC 11043.

(5m) FURNISHING INFORMATION. If the division or a committee
requests, in writing, information relating to the federal act or to
this section, a facility shall furnish the information in the manner
requested.

(6) THRESHOLD QUANTITIES, Threshold quantities for the facil-
ities of public agencies and private agencies shall be identical to
the threshold quantities established by the federal act or by regula-
tions promulgated under the federal act.

(7) FaciLiTy FEES. (a) The division shall establish, by rule, the
following fees at levels designed to fund the division’s administra-
tive expenses and the grants under s. 323.61:

1. An emergency planning notification fee to be paid when a
facility makes the emergency planning notification required
under sub. (5) (a).

2. An inventory form fee to be paid annually when a facility
submits the emergency and hazardous chemical inventory forms
required under sub. (5) (c).

(b) The operator of a facility subject to the requirements of sub.
(5) (a) or (c) shall pay the fees under par. (a). The division may
establish, by rule, a surcharge to be paid by the operator of a facil-
ity if the operator fails to pay the fees under par. (a) in a timely
manner. The surcharge under this paragraph shall not exceed 20
percent of the original fee.

(d) The operator of a facility, including a facility engaged in
farming, as defined in s. 102.04 (3), is exempt from the fees under
par. (a) if the operator of the facility employs fewer than the equiv-
alent of 10 full-time employees in this state.

(dm) The operator of a facility at which petroleum products are
received by tank truck, tank trailer, or railroad tank car and stored
for resale is exempt from the fees under par. (a) 2. with respect to
gasoline and diesel fuel present at that facility.
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(e) All moneys received under this subsection shall be credited
to the appropriations under s. 20.465 (3) (i) and (jm).

(7m) INSPECTIONS. (a) An authorized inspector of the division
or the committee for the county in which a facility is located may
enter and inspect any facility or any pertinent record relating to the
facility at any reasonable time for the purpose of determining
whether the facility is complying with this section and rules pro-
mulgated under this section. The division or committee, if
requested, shall furnish to the operator of the facility a report set-
ting forth all facts found which relate to compliance with this sec-
tion and rules promulgated under this section.

(b) The division shall promulgate rules to specify how the divi-
sion or a committee may authorize inspectors for the purposes of
par. (a). The rules shall include requirements for experience or
training of individuals authorized to conduct inspections.

(8) ENFORCEMENT. (a) The department of justice, at its own
discretion or at the request of the division or the committee or dis-
trict attorney for the county in which the violation is alleged to
have occurred, shall enforce subs. (2) to (7) and rules promulgated
under subs. (2) to (7). In any action commenced under this para-
graph, the department of justice may request the assistance of the
district attomney for the county in which the violation is alleged to
have occurred and the district attorney shall provide the requested
assistance, except that, for a violation that is alleged to have
occurred within the boundaries of a federally recognized Indian
reservation or on land that is held in trust by the federal govern-
ment for the benefit of an American Indian tribe or band, only the
department of justice may enforce subs. (2) to (7) and rules pro-
mulgated under subs. (2) to (7).

(b) In addition to any other relief granted, the court may grant
injunctive relief to restrain violations of subs. (2) to (7) and rules
promulgated under subs. (2) to (7).

(9) Surts. (a) Except as provided in par. (b):

1. Any person may commence a civil action on his or her
behalf against any of the following:

a. Any person for failure to submit a follow—up emergency
notice under 42 USC 11004 (c), as applied under sub. (5) (b).

b. Any person for violation of sub. (5) (c) or (d).

c. The division for failure to render a decision in response to
a petition under 42 USC 11042 (d), as applied under sub. (5) (e),
within 9 months after receipt of the petition.

d. The division for failure to provide a mechanism for public
availability of information in accordance with 42 USC 11044 (a),
as applied under sub. (2) (a).

e. The division for failure to respond to a request for informa-
tion under 42 USC 11022 (e) (3), as applied under sub. (2) (a).

2. The division or any local unit of government may com-
mence a civil action against any person for failure to do any of the
following:

a. Provide notification to the division under 42 USC 11002
(c), as applied under sub. (5) (a).

b. Submit the information required under 42 USC 11021 (a)
or 11022 (a), as applied by sub. (5) (c).

¢. Make available information requested under 42 USC
11021 (c), as applied under sub. (5) (c).

3. The division or any committee may commence an action
against any person for failure to provide the information required
under 42 USC 11003 (d), as applied under sub. (5) (a) or any infor-
mation required under 42 USC 11022 (e) (1), as applied under sub.
(5) ©.

(b) 1. No action may be commenced against any person other
than the division under this subsection under any of the following
circumstances:

a. If fewer than 60 days have elapsed since the plaintiff gave
notice of the alleged violation to the division and to the alleged
violator.
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b. If the department of justice has commenced and is dili-
gently prosecuting a civil action against the alleged violator, but
in any such action any resident of this state may intervene as a mat-
ter of right.

2. No action may be commenced against the division under
this subsection if fewer than 60 days have elapsed since the plain-
tiff gave notice of the action to the division.

(c) In addition to any other relief granted, the court may grant
injunctive relief to restrain the violations alleged in the pleadings.

(10) VENUE. A proceeding under sub. (8) or (9) may be
brought in the circuit court for Dane County, for the county in
which the defendant is located or for the county in which the viola-
tion is alleged to have occurred.

(11) PENALTIES. (a) Any person who violates sub. (5) (a), (b),
or (d), or the emergency and hazardous chemical inventory form
requirements of 42 USC 11022, as applied under sub. (5) (¢), or
any rule promulgated under sub. (5) (a), (b), or (d), or concerning
emergency and hazardous chemical inventory form requirements
shall forfeit not less than $100 nor more than $25,000. Total for-
feitures for the failure of a facility to report muitiple releases of
hazardous substances covered under 42 USC 11004, as applied
under sub. (5), shall not exceed $75,000 per day of offense.

(b) Any person who knowingly and willfully fails to report the
release of a hazardous substance covered under 42 USC 11004 as
required under sub. (5) (b) or any rule promulgated under sub. (5)
(b) is subject to the following penalties:

1. For the first offense, the person is guilty of a Class I felony,
except that, notwithstanding the maximum fine specified in s.
939.50 (3) (i), the person may be fined not more than $25,000.

2. For the 2nd and subsequent offenses, the person is guilty
of a Class [ felony, except that, notwithstanding the maximum fine
specified ins. 939.50 (3) (i), the person may be fined not more than
$50,000.

(c) Any person who violates sub. (5) (e) or (f) or the material
safety data sheet requirements of 42 USC 11021, as applied under
sub. (5) (c), or any rule promulgated under sub. (5) (e) or (f) or con-
cemning material safety data sheet requirements shall forfeit not
less than $50 nor more than $10,000.

(d) Any person who knowingly and willfully releases a trade
secret entitled to protection under 42 USC 11042, as applied under
sub. (5) (e), shall be fined not less than $100 nor more than
$20,000 or imprisoned for not more than one year in the county
jail or both.

(dg) Except as provided in this paragraph, any person who neg-
ligently makes a false statement or representation in any docu-
ment provided by the operator of a facility or required to be main-
tained by the operator of a facility under the federal act, this
section or rules promulgated under this section shall forfeit not
less than $100 nor more than $25,000. This penalty does not apply
to the division, a committee or a member of the division or a com-
mittee.

(dr) Any person who violates any provision of this section or
any rule promulgated under this section for which no penalty is
provided under pars. (a) to (dg) shall forfeit not more than
$20,000.

(e) For the purposes of this subsection, each day of continued
violation constitutes a separate offense.

323.61 Emergency planning grants. (1) GENERAL. (a)
There is created an emergency planning grant program for the pur-
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pose of assisting committees to comply with the requirements of
s. 323.60 and the federal act.

(b) Any committee may apply annually to the division for an
emergency planning grant. Applications shall be made in the
manner specified by the division.

(2) ELiGIBLE cosTs. Eligible costs for emergency planning
grants are limited to the cost of all of the following:

(a) Maintaining emergency response plans required under 42
USC 11003, including the cost of maintaining facility plans.

(b) Reviewing, exercising and implementing emergency
response plans required under 42 USC 11003.

(br) Subject to sub. (2m), 80 percent of the costs of computers
and emergency response equipment, but not to exceed $10,000.
In—kind contributions may be used to meet the committee’s contri-
bution under this paragraph.

(c) Committee operation and administration, including the
cost of supplies and equipment reasonably necessary for commit-
tee operation and administration, but excluding the cost of com-
puters and emergency response equipment.

(d) Any other activity of the committee required under s.
323.60 or the federal act.

(dm) Hazardous materials response supplies.

(e) The portion of a previous year’s costs that was approved
by the division but not paid because of insufficient funds.

(2m) STRATEGICPLAN, A committee is eligible for grant funds
under sub. (2) (br) for emergency response equipment only if it
submits to the division a strategic plan for emergency response to
hazardous substance releases that includes all of the following:

(a) An analysis of the risks of hazardous substance releases in
the county.

(b) Identification of the existing capability for emergency
response to hazardous substance releases in the county.

(c) An assessment of needs, including equipment and training
needs, related to emergency response to hazardous substance
releases in the county.

(d) A process to maintain or increase the capability for emer-
gency response to hazardous substance releases in the county.

(e) Identification of a local emergency response team that is
capable of responding to a level B release that occurs at any place
in the county and whose members meet the standards for hazard-
ous materials technicians in 29 CFR 1910.120 (q) (6) (iii) and
national fire protection association standards NFPA 471 and 472.

(f) Procedures for local emergency response team actions that
are consistent with local emergency response plans developed
under s. 323.60 (3) and the state contingency plan established
under s. 292.11 (5).

(3) GRANT AMOUNT. (a) Emergency planning grants shall not
exceed the sum of the following amounts:

1. The costs of each new facility plan completed by the com-
mittee and approved by the division in the period covered by the
grant.

2. All costs incurred by the committee in the period covered
by the grant related to subs. (2) (b) to (dm) and (2m).

3. The portion of a previous year’s costs that was approved
by the division but not paid because of insufficient funds.

(b) The division shall reduce the grant amount calculated
under par. (a) by the amount of any other gifts or grants received
by the committee in the period covered by the grant for costs
incurred by the committee related to sub. (2).

(c¢) Notwithstanding sub. (2), the division shall deny that por-
tion of a grant calculated under par. (a) 2. if the division deter-
mines that the committee has failed to meet grant obligations,
including the development, review, exercise or implementation of
local emergency response plans as required under s. 323.60 or the
federal act.
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(e) Annually, the division shall establish a formula to deter-
mine the amount of emergency planning grant funds available to
each county.

(4) PAYMENT OF GRANTS. Annually, the division shall review
all applications received under this section and make grants to
committees from the appropriations under s. 20.465 (3) (jm) and
(r). If insufficient funds are available to pay all approved grants,
the division shall prorate the available funds among the eligible
applicants in proportion to the approved grant amounts. A pro-
rated payment shall be deemed full payment of the grant.

(5) PAYMENT IN ADVANCE, (a) The division may pay a portion
of a grant before the end of the period covered by the grant if a
committee requests the advance payment and if the division deter-
mines that the necessary funds are available and that the advance
payment will not result in insufficient funds to pay other grants.

(b) The division may pay an amount up to 50 percent of antici-
pated eligible costs covered by a grant up to 12 months before the
end of the period covered by the grant. The division may pay an
additional amount up to 25 percent of anticipated eligible costs up
to 6 months before the end of the period covered by the grant. The
division shall determine anticipated eligible costs from a budget
submitted by the committee at the time that the committee
requests payment in advance.

(c) If a committee receives advance payments under this sub-
section which exceed the total grant amount calculated under sub.
(3), the division shall subtract the amount of the overpayment
trom the amount of a grant paid to that committee in the next year
that the committee receives a grant.

SUBCHAPTER VII
EMERGENCY RESPONSE TEAMS

323.70 Hazardous substance emergency response.
(1) In this subchapter:

(a) “‘Hazardous substance” has the meaning given in s. 299.01
(6).

(b) “Local agency” means an agency of a county, city, village.
or town, including a municipal police or fire department, a munic-
ipal health organization, a county office of emergency manage-
ment, a county sheriff, an emergency medical service, a local
emergency response team, or a public works department.

(c) “Local emergency response team” means a team that the
committee identifies under s. 323.61 (2m) (e).

(2) The division shall contract with no more than 9 regional
emergency response teams, one of which shall be located in La
Crosse County. Each regional emergency response team shall
assist in the emergency response to level A releases in a region of
this state designated by the division. The division shall contract
with at least one regional emergency response team in each area
designated under s. 323.13 (2) (a). The division may only contract
with a local agency under this subsection. A member of a regional
emergency response team shall meet the highest standards for a
hazardous materials responder in 29 CFR 1910.120 (q) (6) (iv)
and National Fire Protection Association standards NFPA 471 and
472. Regional emergency response teams shall have at least one
member that is trained in each of the appropriate specialty areas
under National Fire Protection Association standard NFPA 472.
Payments to regional emergency response teams under this sub-
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section shall be made from the appropriation account under s.
20.465 (3) (dd).

(3) The division shall reimburse a regional emergency
response team for costs incurred by the team in responding to an
emergency involving a level A release, or a potential level A
release, if the team followed the procedures in the rules promul-
gated under sub. (7) (b) to determine if an emergency requiring a
response existed. Reimbursement under this subsection is limited
to amounts collected under sub. (4) and the amounts appropriated
under s. 20,465 (3) (dr). Reimbursement is available under s.
20.465 (3) (dr) only if the regional emergency response team has
made a good faith effort to identify the person responsible under
sub. (4) and that person cannot be identified, or, if that person is
identified, the team has received reimbursement from that person
to the extent that the person is financially able or has determined
that the person does not have adequate money or other resources
to reimburse the regional emergency response team.

(4) A person shall reimburse the division for costs incurred by
a regional emergency response team in responding to an emer-
gency involving a level A release or a potential level A release if
the team followed the procedures established under s. sub. (7) (b)
to determine if an emergency requiring the team’s response
existed and if any of the following conditions applies:

(a) The person possessed or controlled a hazardous substance
that was involved in the emergency.

(b) The person caused the emergency.

(5) A member of a regional emergency response team who is
acting under a contract under sub. (2) is considered an employee
of the state for purposes of worker’s compensation benefits.

(6) The division shall notify the joint committee on finance in
writing, before entering into a new contractual agreement under
sub. (2) or renewing or extending a contractual agreement under
sub. (2), of the specific funding commitment involved in that pro-
posed new, renewed or extended contract. The division shall
include in that notification information regarding any anticipated
contractual provisions that involve state fiscal commitments for
each fiscal year in the proposed new, renewed or extended con-
tract. The division may enter into a new contractual agreement or
renew or extend a contractual agreement, as proposed in the notifi-
cation to the joint committee on finance, if within 14 working days
after notification the committee does not schedule a meeting to
review the division’s proposed action. If, within 14 working days
after notification to the joint committee on finance, the committee
notifies the division that the committee has scheduled a meeting
to review the division’s proposed action, the division may enter
into the proposed new contact or renew or extend the contract as
proposed only if the committee approves that action.

(6m) From the appropriation under s. 20.465 (3) (df), the divi-
sion may award grants to local agencies with which the division
contracts under sub. (2). A grant awarded under this subsection
shall be used to fund the replacement of equipment used in emer-
gency responses to releases of hazardous substances under this
section.

(7) (a) The division shall promulgate rules establishing stan-
dards to determine all of the following:

1. If a regional or local emergency response team has made
a good faith effort to identify a person responsible for the emer-
gency involving a release or potential release of a hazardous sub-
stance under sub. (4) or s. 323.71 (4).

2. If a person responsible for the emergency involving a
release or potential release of a hazardous substance under sub. (4)
or s. 323.71 (4) is financially able or has the money or resources
necessary to reimburse a regional or local emergency response
team for the expenses incurred by the regional or local emergency
response team in responding to the emergency.

(b) The division shall promulgate rules that establish the pro-
cedures that a regional emergency response team shall follow to
determine if an emergency that requires the team’s response exists
as the result of a level A release or a potential level A release.
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(c) The division shall promulgate rules that establish the proce-
dures that a local emergency response team shall follow to deter-
mine if an emergency that requires the team’s response exists as
the result of a release or potential release of a hazardous substance,
as defined in s. 299.01 (6).

323.71 Local agency response and reimbursement.
(1) A person who possesses or controls a hazardous substance
that is released or who causes the release of a hazardous substance
shall take the actions necessary to protect public health and safety
and prevent damage to property.

(2) If action required under sub. (1) is not being adequately
taken or the identity of the person responsible for an emergency
involving a release or potential release of a hazardous substance
is unknown and the emergency involving a release or potential
release threatens public health or safety or damage to property, a
local agency may take any emergency action that is consistent
with the contingency plan for the undertaking of emergency
actions in response to the release or potential release of hazardous
substances established by the department of natural resources
under s. 292.11 (5) and that it considers appropriate under the cir-
cumstances.

(3) The division shall reimburse a local emergency response
team for costs incurred by the team in responding to an emergency
involving a hazardous substance release, or potential release, if
the team followed the procedures in the rules promulgated under
$.323.70 (7) (c) to determine if an emergency requiring the team’s
response existed. Reimbursement under this subsection is limited
to the amount appropriated under s. 20.465 (3) (dr). Reimburse-
ment is available under s. 20.465 (3) (dr) only if the local emer-
gency response team has made a good faith effort to identify the
person responsible under sub. (4) and that person cannot be identi-
fied, or, if that person is identified, the team has received reim-
bursement from that person to the extent that the person is finan-
cially able or has determined that the person does not have
adequate money or other resources to reimburse the local emer-
gency response team.

(4) (a) Except as provided in par. (b), a person shall reimburse
a local agency as provided in sub. (5) for actual, reasonable, and
necessary expenses incurred in responding to an emergency
involving the release or potential release of a hazardous substance
if any of the following conditions applies:

1. The person possessed or controlled a hazardous substance
involved in the emergency.
2. The person caused the emergency.

(b) A local emergency response team may receive reimburse-
ment under par. (a) only if the team followed the procedures estab-
lished under s. 323.70 (7) (c) to determine if an emergency requir-
ing the team’s response existed.

(5) (a) The county board may designate a county employee or
body as the reviewing entity under this subsection. If the county
board does not make a designation, the local emergency planning
committee is the reviewing entity.

(am) A local agency seeking reimbursement under sub. (4)
shall submit a claim stating its expenses to the reviewing entity for
the county in which the emergency occurred.

(b) The reviewing entity shall review claims submitted under
par. (am) and determine the amount of reasonable and necessary
expenses incurred. The reviewing entity shall provide a person
who is liable for reimbursement under sub. (4) with a notice of the
amount of expenses it has determined to be reasonable and neces-
sary that arose from the emergency involving the release or poten-
tial release of a hazardous substance and that were incurred by all
local agencies from which the reviewing entity receives a claim.

(c) If a person receiving a notice under par. (b) objects to the
amount of expenses in the notice, the person may ask the review-
ing entity to review its determination. The reviewing entity may

(d) A person liable for reimbursement under sub. (4) shall pay
the reimbursement directly to each local agency.

323.72 Structural collapse emergency response.
(1) A regional structural collapse team shall assist in the emer-
gency response (o a structural collapse incident in a region of this
state designated by the division. Whenever a regional structural
collapse team assists in an emergency response under this subsec-
tion, it shall determine under the rules promulgated under sub. (5)
whether an emergency requiring the team’s response existed. If
the regional structural collapse team determines that such an
emergency existed, it shall make a good faith effort to identify the
person who is required to reimburse the division under sub. (3)
and shall provide that information to the division. The division
shall contract with local agencies, as defined in s. 323.70 (1) (b),
to establish no more than 4 regional structural collapse teams. A
member of a regional structural collapse team shall meet the high-
est standards for a structural collapse team under the National Fire
Protection Association standards NFPA 1006 and 1670.

(2) The division shall reimburse a regional structural collapse
team for costs incurred by the team in responding to an emergency
involving a structural collapse incident if the team determines that
a structural collapse emergency requiring a response existed as
provided under the rules promulgated under sub. (5). Reimburse-
ment under this subsection is limited to amounts collected under
sub. (3). Reimbursement under this subsection is available only
if the regional structure collapse team has identified the person
who is required to reimburse the division under sub. (3) and pro-
vided that information to the division.

(3) A person shall reimburse the division for costs incurred by
a regional structural collapse team in responding to an emergency
if the team determines under the rules promulgated under sub. (5)
that an emergency requiring the team'’s response existed and that
one of the following conditions applies:

(a) The person possessed or controlled a structure that was
involved in the structural collapse.

(b) The person caused the structural collapse.

(4) A member of a regional structural collapse team who is
acting under a contract under sub. (1) is considered an employee
of the state for purposes of worker’s compensation benefits.

(5) (a) The division shall promulgate rules establishing stan-
dards to be used to determine if a regional structural response team
has made a good faith effort to identify the person who is required
to reimburse the division under sub. (3).

(b) The division shall promulgate rules that establish the pro-
cedures that a regional structural collapse team shall follow to
determine if a structural collapse emergency requiring the team’s
response existed.

SUBCHAPTER VIII
EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT ASSISTANCE COMPACTS

323.80 Emergency management assistance compact.
The following compact, by and between the state of Wisconsin
and all other states that enter into the compact, is ratified and
approved:

EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT ASSISTANCE COMPACT

(1) ARTICLE [ — PURPOSE AND AUTHORITIES. (a) This compact
is made and entered into by and between the participating member
states that enact this compact, called “party states” in this section.
In this agreement, the term “states” means the several states, the
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Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, the District of Columbia, and all
U.S. territorial possessions.

(b) The purpose of this compact is to provide for mutual assist-
ance among the party states in managing any emergency or disas-
ter that is declared by the governor of the affected state, whether
arising from natural disaster, technological hazard, man—made
disaster, civil emergency aspects of resource shortages, commu-
nity disorders, insurgency, or enemy attack.

(c) This compact also provides for mutual cooperation in
emergency—related exercises, testing, or other training activities
using equipment and personnel simulating performance of any
aspect of the giving and receiving of aid by party states or subdivi-
sions of party states during emergencies if such activities occur
outside actual declared emergency periods. Mutual assistance in
this compact may include the use of the states’ national guard
forces, either in accordance with the national guard mutual assist-
ance compact or by mutual agreement among states.

(2) ArTICLE I1 — GENERAL IMPLEMENTATION. (a) Each party
state recognizes that many emergencies transcend political juris-
dictional boundaries and that intergovernmental coordination is
essential in managing these and other emergencies under this
compact. Each party state recognizes that there will be emergen-
cies which require immediate access and present procedures to
apply outside resources to make a prompt and effective response
to such an emergency.

(b) The prompt, full, and effective utilization of resources of
the party states, including any resources on hand or available from
the federal government or any other source, that are essential to
the safety, care, and welfare of the people in the event of any emer-
gency or disaster declared by a party state, shall be the underlying
principle on which subs. (1) to (12) of this compact shall be under-
stood.

(c) On behalf of the governor of each party state, the legally
designated state official who is assigned responsibility for emer-
gency management will be responsible for formulation of the
appropriate interstate mutual aid plans and procedures necessary
to implement this compact.

(3) ARTICLE III — PARTY STATE RESPONSIBILITIES. (a) It shall
be the responsibility of each party state to formulate procedural
plans and programs for interstate cooperation in the performance
of the responsibilities listed in this subsection. In formulating
such plans, and in carrying them out, the party states, insofar as
practical, shall do all of the following:

1. Review individual state hazards analyses and, to the extent
reasonably possible, determine all those potential emergencies the
party states might jointly suffer, whether due to natural disaster,
technological hazard, man—made disaster, emergency aspects of
resource shortages, civil disorders, insurgency, or enemy attack.

2. Review party states’ individual emergency plans and
develop a plan that will determine the mechanism for the interstate
management and provision of assistance concerning any potential
emergency.

3. Develop interstate procedures to fill any identified gaps
and to resolve any identified inconsistencies or overlaps in exist-
ing or developed plans.

4. Assist in wamning communities adjacent to or crossing the
state boundaries.

5. Protect and assure uninterrupted delivery of services, med-
icines, water, food, energy and fuel, search and rescue, and critical
lifeline equipment, services, and resources, both human and mate-
rial.

6. Inventory and set procedures for the interstate loan and
delivery of human and material resources, together with proce-
dures for reimbursement or forgiveness.

7. Provide, to the extent authorized by law, for temporary sus-
pension of any statues or ordinances that restrict the implementa-
tion of the responsibilities listed in subds. 1. to 6.

(b) The authorized representative of a party state may request
assistance of another party state by contacting the authorized rep-
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resentative of that state. The provisions of this agreement shall
only apply to requests for assistance made by and to authorized
representatives. Requests may be made by and to authorized rep-
resentatives. Requests may be verbal or in writing. If verbal. the
request shall be confirmed in writing within thirty days of the ver-
bal request. Requests shall provide all of the following.

1. A description of the emergency service function for which
assistance is needed, such as fire services, law enforcement, emer-
gency medical, transportation, communications, public works
and engineering, building inspection, planning and information
assistance, mass care, resource support, health and medical ser-
vices, and search and rescue.

2. The amount and type of personnel, equipment, materials
and supplies needed, and a reasonable estimate of the length of
time they will be needed.

3. The specific place and time for staging of the assisting par-
ty’s response and a point of contact at that location.

(c) There shall be frequent consultation among state officials
who have assigned emergency management responsibilities and
other appropriate representatives of the party states with affected
jurisdictions and the U.S. government, with free exchange of
information, plans, and resource records relating to emergency
capabilities.

(4) ARTICLE IV — LIMITATIONS. Any party state requested to
render mutual aid or conduct exercises and training for mutual aid
shall take any action that is necessary to provide and make avail-
able the resources covered by this compact in accordance with the
terms of this compact, provided that it is understood that the state
rendering aid may withhold resources to the extent necessary to
provide reasonable protection for that state. Each party state shall
afford to the emergency forces of any party state, while operating
within its state limits under the terms and conditions of this com-
pact, the same powers, except that of arrest unless specifically
authorized by the receiving state, duties, rights, and privileges as
are afforded forces of the state in which it is performing emer-
gency services. Emergency forces will continue under the com-
mand and control of their regular leaders, but the organizational
units will come under the operational control of the emergency
services authorities of the state receiving assistance. These condi-
tions may be activated, as needed, only subsequent to a declara-
tion of a state of emergency or disaster by the governor of the party
state that is to receive assistance or commencement of exercises
or training for mutual aid and shall continue so long as the exer-
cises or training for mutual aid are in progress, the state of emer-
gency or disaster remains in effect, or loaned resources remain in
the receiving state, whichever is longest.

(5) ARTICLE V — LICENSES AND PERMITS. Whenever any per-
son holds a license, certificate, or other permit issued by any party
state evidencing the meeting of qualifications for professional,
mechanical, or other skills, and when such assistance is requested
by the receiving party state, that person shall be deemed licensed,
certified, or permitted by the state requesting assistance to render
aid involving such skill to meet a declared emergency or disaster,
subject to any limitations and conditions as the governor of the
requesting state may prescribe by executive order or otherwise.

(6) ARTICLE VI — LiaBILITY. Officers or employees of a party
state rendering aid in another party state shall be considered
agents of the requesting state for tort liability and immunity pur-
poses, and no party state or its officers or employees rendering aid
in another party state shall be liable on account of any act or omis-
sion performed in good faith on the part of those forces while so
engaged or on account of the maintenance or use of any equipment
or supplies in connection with the rendering of aid. “Good faith”
in this subsection shall not include willful, wanton or reckless mis-
conduct,

(7) ARTICLE VII — SUPPLEMENTARY AGREEMENTS. Inasmuch
as it is probable that the pattern and detail of the machinery for
mutual aid among two or more states may differ from that among
the party states, this compact contains elements of a broad base
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common to all states, and nothing contained in this compact shall
preclude any state from entering into supplementary agreements
with another state or affect any other agreements already in force
among states. Supplementary agreements may include provisions
for evacuation and reception of injured and other persons and the
exchange of medical, fire, police, public utility, reconnaissance,
welfare, transportation and communications personnel, and
equipment and supplies.

(8) ARTICLE VIIT — COMPENSATION, Each party state shall pro-
vide for the payment of compensation and death benefits to
injured members of the emergency forces of that state and repre-
sentatives of deceased members of those forces in case those
members sustain injuries or are killed while rendering aid under
this compact, in the same manner and on the same terms as if the
injury or death were sustained within their own state.

(9) ARrTICLE IX — REIMBURSEMENT. Except as provided in this
subsection, any party state rendering aid in another state under this
compact shall be reimbursed by the party state receiving the aid
for any loss or damage to or expense incurred in the operation of
any equipment and the provision of any service in answering a
request for aid and for the costs incurred in connection with the
requests. Any aiding party state may assume in whole or in part
the loss, damage, expense, or other cost, or may loan equipment
or donate services to the receiving party state without charge or
cost. Any two or more party states may enter into supplementary
agreements establishing an allocation of costs among those states.
Subsection (8) expenses may not be reimbursable under this sub-
section.

(10) ArTICLE X — EVACUATION. Plans for the orderly evacua-
tion and interstate reception of portions of the civilian population
as the result of any emergency or disaster of sufficient proportions
to so warrant, shall be worked out and maintained among the party
states and the emergency management or services directors of the
various jurisdictions where any type of incident requiring evacua-
tions might occur. Evacuation plans shall be put into effect by
request of the state from which evacuees come and shall include
the manner of transporting such evacuees, the number of evacuees
to be received in different areas, the manner in which food, cloth-
ing, housing, and medical care will be provided, the registration
of the evacuees, the providing of facilities for the notification of
relatives or friends, the forwarding of such evacuees to other areas
or the bringing in of additional materials, supplies, and all other
relevant factors. Evacuation plans shall provide that the party
state receiving evacuees and the party state from which the evacu-
ees come shall mutually agree as to reimbursement of out—of—
pocket expenses incurred in receiving and caring for the evacuees,
for expenditures for transportation, food, clothing, medicines and
medical care, and for like items. Those expenditures shall be
reimbursed as agreed by the party state from which the evacuees
come. After the termination of the emergency or disaster, the
party state from which the evacuees came shall assume the
responsibility for the ultimate support of repatriation of such evac-
uees.

(11) ARrTICLE XI — IMPLEMENTATION. (a) This compact shall
become operative immediately upon its enactment into law by any
two states. After this compact becomes operative, this compact
shall become effective as to any other state upon its enactment by
such state.

(b) Any party state may withdraw from this compact by enact-
ing a statute repealing the compact, but the withdrawal shall not
take effect until thirty days after the governor of the withdrawing
state has given notice in writing of the withdrawal to the governors
of all other party states. Withdrawal from this compact shall not
relieve the withdrawing state from obligations assumed under the
compact before the effective date of withdrawal.

(c) Authenticated copies of this compact and of any supple-
mentary agreements as may be entered into shall, at the time of
their approval, be deposited with each of the party states and with
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the federal emergency management agency and other appropriate
agencies of the U.S. government.

(12) ArticLE XII — ADDITIONAL PROVISIONS. Nothing in this
compact shall authorize or permit the use of military force by the
national guard of a state at any place outside that state in any emer-
gency for which the president is authorized by law to call into fed-
eral service the militia, or for any purpose for which the use of the
army or the air force would in the absence of express statutory
authorization be prohibited under 18 USC 1385.

323.81 State and province emergency management
assistance compact. The following compact, by and between
the state of Wisconsin and all other jurisdictions that enter into the
compact, is ratified and approved:

(1) ArTICLE [ — PURPOSE AND AUTHORITIES. (a) The State and
Province Emergency Management Assistance Memorandum of
Understanding, hereinafter referred to as the “compact,” is made
and entered into by and among such of the jurisdictions as shall
enact or adopt this compact, hereinafter referred to as “participat-
ing jurisdictions.” For the purposes of this compact, the term “par-
ticipating jurisdictions” may include any or all of the states of Illi-
nois, Indiana, Ohio, Michigan, Minnesota, Montana, North
Dakota, Pennsylvania, New York, and Wisconsin, and the Cana-
dian Provinces of Alberta, Manitoba, Ontario, and Saskatchewan,
and such other states and provinces as may hereafter become a
party to this compact. The term “states” means the several states,
the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, the District of Columbia, and
all territorial possessions of the United States. The term “prov-
inces” means the 10 political units of government within Canada.

(b) The purpose of this compact is to provide for the possibility
of mutual assistance among the participating jurisdictions in man-
aging any emergency or disaster when the affected jurisdiction or
jurisdictions ask for assistance, whether arising from natural dis-
aster, technological hazard, man—made disaster, or civil emer-
gency aspects of resources shortages.

(c) This compact also provides for the process of planning
mechanisms among the participating jurisdictions responsible
and for mutual cooperation, including civil emergency prepared-
ness exercises, testing, or other training activities using equipment
and personnel simulating performance of any aspect of the giving
and receiving of aid by participating jurisdictions or subdivisions
of participating jurisdictions during emergencies, with such
actions occurring outside emergency periods.

(2) ARTICLE Il — GENERAL IMPLEMENTATION. (a) Each partici-
pating jurisdiction entering into this compact recognizes that
many emergencies may exceed the capabilities of a participating
jurisdiction and that intergovernmental cooperation is essential in
such circumstances. Each participating jurisdiction further rec-
ognizes that there will be emergencies that may require immediate
access and present procedures to apply outside resources to make
a prompt and effective response to such an emergency because
few, if any, individual jurisdictions have all the resources they
need in all types of emergencies or the capability of delivering
resources to areas where emergencies exist.

(b) On behalf of the participating jurisdictions in the compact,
the legally designated official who is assigned responsibility for
emergency management is responsible for formulation of the
appropriate interjurisdictional mutual aid plans and procedures
necessary to implement this compact, and for recommendations
to the participating jurisdiction concerned with respect to the
amendment of any statutes, regulations, or ordinances required
for that purpose.

(3) ARTICLE IIT — PARTICIPATING JURISDICTION RESPONSIBILI-
TIES. (a) [t is the responsibility of each participating jurisdiction
to formulate procedural plans and programs for interjurisdictional
cooperation in the performance of the responsibilities listed in this
section. In formulating and implementing such plans and pro-
grams the participating jurisdictions, to the extent practical, may
do any of the following:
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L. Share and review individual jurisdiction hazards analyses
that are available and determine all those potential emergencies
the participating jurisdictions might jointly suffer, whether due to
natural disaster, technological hazard, man—-made disaster, or
emergency aspects of resource shortages.

2. Share emergency operations plans, procedures, and proto-
cols established by each of the participating jurisdictions before
entering into this compact.

3. Share policies and procedures for resource mobilization,
tracking, demobilization, and reimbursement.

4. Consider joint planning, training, and exercises.

5. Assist with alerts, notifications, and warnings for commu-
nities adjacent to or crossing participating jurisdiction boundaries.

6. Consider procedures to facilitate the movement of evacu-
ees, refugees, civil emergency personnel, equipment, or other
resources into jurisdictions or across boundaries, or to a desig-
nated staging area when it is agreed that such movement or staging
will facilitate civil emergency operations by the affected or partic-
ipating jurisdictions.

7. Provide, to the extent authorized by law, for temporary sus-
pension of any statutes or ordinances that impede the implementa-
tion of responsibilities described in this section.

(b) The authorized representative of a participating jurisdic-
tion may request assistance of another participating jurisdiction
by contacting the authorized representative of that jurisdiction.
These provisions only apply to requests for assistance made by
and to authorized representatives. Requests may be oral or in writ-
ing. If oral, the request must be confirmed in writing within 15
days of the oral request. Requests must provide all of the follow-
ing information:

1. A description of the emergency service function for which
assistance is needed and of the mission, including fire services,
emergency medical, transportation, communications, public
works and engineering, building inspection, planning and infor-
mation assistance, mass care, resource support, health and medi-
cal services, and search and rescue,

2. The amount and type of personnel, equipment, materials,
and supplies needed and a reasonable estimate of the length of
time they will be needed.

3. The specific place and time for staging of the assisting par-
ticipating jurisdictions’ response and a point of contact at the loca-
tion.

(c) There shall be periodic consultation among the authorized
representatives who have assigned emergency management
responsibilities.

(4) ARTICLE IV — LIMITATION. It is recognized that any partici-
pating jurisdiction that agrees to render mutual aid or conduct
exercises and training for mutual aid will respond as soon as pos-
sible. It is also recognized that the participating jurisdiction ren-
dering aid may withhold or recall resources to provide reasonable
protection for itself, at its discretion. To the extent authorized by
law, each participating jurisdiction will afford to the personnel of
the emergency contingent of any other participating jurisdiction
while operating within its jurisdiction limits under the terms and
conditions of this compact and under the operational control of an
officer of the requesting participating jurisdiction the same treat-
ment as is afforded similar or like human resources of the partici-
pating jurisdiction in which they are performing emergency ser-
vices. Staff comprising the emergency contingent continue under
the command and control of their regular leaders but the organiza-
tional units come under the operational control of the emergency
services authorities of the participating jurisdiction receiving
assistance. These conditions may be activated, as needed, by the
participating jurisdiction that is to receive assistance or upon com-
mencement of exercises or training for mutual aid and continue as
long as the exercises or training for mutual aid are in progress, the
emergency or disaster remains in effect or loaned resources
remain in the receiving participating jurisdictions, whichever is
longer. The receiving participating jurisdiction is responsible for
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informing the assisting participating jurisdiction when services
will no longer be required.

(5) ARTICLE V — LICENSES, CERTIFICATES. AND PERMITS.
Whenever a person holds a license, certificate, or other permit
issued by any participating jurisdiction evidencing the meeting of
qualifications for professional, mechanical, or other skills, and
when such assistance is requested by the receiving participating
jurisdiction, such person is deemed to be licensed, certified, or
permitted by the jurisdiction requesting assistance to render aid
involving such skill to meet an emergency or disaster, subject to
such limitations and conditions as the requesting jurisdiction pre-
scribes by executive order or otherwise.

(6) ARTICLE VI — LIABILITY. Any person or entity of a partici-
pating jurisdiction rendering aid in another jurisdiction under this
compact is considered an agent of the requesting jurisdiction for
tort liability and immunity purposes. Any person or entity render-
ing aid in another jurisdiction under this compact is not liable on
account of any act or omission made in good faith on the part of
such forces while so engaged or on account of the maintenance or
use of any equipment or supplies in connection therewith. Good
faith in this article does not include willful misconduct, gross neg-
ligence, or recklessness.

(7) ARTICLE VII — SUPPLEMENTARY AGREEMENTS. Because it
is probable that the pattern and detail of the compact for mutual
aid among 2 or more participating jurisdictions may differ from
that among the participating jurisdictions that are party to this
compact, this compact contains elements of a broad base common
to all participating jurisdictions, and nothing in this compact pre-
cludes any participating jurisdiction from entering into supple-
mentary agreements with another jurisdiction or affects any other
agreements already in force among participating jurisdictions.
Supplementary agreements may include provisions for evacua-
tion and reception of injured and other persons and the exchange
of medical, fire, public utility, reconnaissance, welfare, trans-
portation, and communications personnel, equipment, and sup-
plies.

(8) ARTICLE VIII — WORKER'S COMPENSATION AND DEATH
BENEFITS. Each participating jurisdiction shall provide, in accord-
ance with its own laws, for the payment of worker’s compensation
and death benefits to injured members of the emergency contin-
gent of that participating jurisdiction and to representatives of
deceased members of that emergency contingent if the members
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sustain injuries or are killed while rendering aid under this com-
pact, in the same manner and on the same terms as if the injury or
death were sustained within their own jurisdiction.

(9) ARTICLE IX — REIMBURSEMENT. Any participating juris-
diction rendering aid in another jurisdiction under this compact
shall, if requested, be reimbursed by the participating jurisdiction
receiving such aid for any loss or damage to, or expense incurred
in, the operation of any equipment and the provision of any service
in answering a request for aid and for the costs incurred in connec-
tion with those requests. An aiding participating jurisdiction may
assume in whole or in part any such loss, damage, expense, or
other cost or may loan such equipment or donate such services to
the receiving participating jurisdiction without charge or cost.
Any 2 or more participating jurisdictions may enter into supple-
mentary agreements establishing a different allocation of costs
among those jurisdictions. Expenses under article VIII are not
reimbursable under this section.

(10) ArTICLE X — IMPLEMENTATION. (a) This compact is
effective upon its execution or adoption by any one state and one
province, and is effective as to any other jurisdiction upon its exe-
cution or adoption thereby: subject to approval or authorization by
the U.S. Congress, if required, and subject to enactment of provin-
cial or state legislation that may be required for the effectiveness
of the compact.

(b) Additional jurisdictions may participate in this compact
upon execution or adoption of the compact.

(c) Any participating jurisdiction may withdraw from this
compact, but the withdrawal does not take effect until 30 days
after the governor or premier of the withdrawing jurisdiction has
given notice in writing of such withdrawal to the governors or pre-
miers of all other participating jurisdictions. The action does not
relieve the withdrawing jurisdiction from obligations assumed
under this compact prior to the effective date of the withdrawal.

(d) Duly authenticated copies of this compact in the French
and English languages and of such supplementary agreements as
may be entered into shall, at the time of their approval, be depos-
ited with each of the participating jurisdictions.

(11) ArticLE XI — CONSISTENCY OF LANGUAGE. The validity
of the arrangements and agreements consented to in this compact
shall not be affected by any insubstantial difference in form or lan-

guage as may be adopted by the various states and provinces.

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CHAPTER 12 EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT

SECTION 12.01 Purpose and Scope.

(a)

(b)

Emergencies. The purpose of this chapter is to enable the Village of Cross Plains
to cope with emergencies resulting from enemy action and man-made or natural
disasters. This Chapter will address emergency functions other than those for
which the military forces are primarily responsible.

Coordination. It is the policy of the Village of Cross Plains that all emergency
management functions of the Village be coordinated to the maximum extent
practicable with existing services and facilities of the Village and with comparable
functions of the federal, state and county governments and other political
subdivisions, and of various private agencies, to the end that the most effective
preparation and use may be made of manpower, resources, and facilities for
dealing with any disaster that may occur.

SECTION 12.02 Emergency Management Director.

(a)
(b)

Appointment. The Administrator/Clerk-Treasurer shall serve as Emergency

Management Director ("Director").

Duties.

(1)  The Director shall have direct responsibility for the organization,
administration and operation of the emergency management system, subject
to the control of the Village President and the Village Board. The Director
shall coordinate all activities for emergency management within the Village
and shall maintain liaison and cooperate with emergency management
agencies and organizations of other political subdivisions and of the county
and shall participate in county and state emergency management activities
upon request and shall have such additional authority, duties, and
responsibilities as are authorized by this chapter and as may from time to
time be required by the Village Board.

(2)  The Director shall prepare a comprehensive plan for the emergency
management of the Village and shall present such plan to the Village Board
for its approval. When the Village Board has approved the plan by
resolution, it shall be the duty of all agencies of the Village to perform the
duties and functions assigned by the plan as approved. The plan may be
modified in like manner.

(3)  Meetings related to emergency management shall be set by the Director.






SECTION 12.03  Utilization of Existing Services and Facilities.

In preparing and executing the emergency management plan, the Director shall utilize the
services, equipment, supplies and facilities of the existing departments and agencies of
the Village to the maximum extent practicable, and the officers and personnel of all such
departments and agencies are directed to cooperate with and extend such services and
facilities to the Director.

SECTION 12.04 Mutual Aid Agreements.

The Director may, subject to the approval of the Village Board, enter into mutual aid
agreements with other political subdivisions. Copies of such agreements shall be filed
with the County Director of Emergency Management.

SECTION 12.05 Declaration of Emergency.

(a)  Warnings. Upon the declaration of a state of emergency by the Governor, by the
Village President (or the Director in the absence of the Village President), or by
the Village Board, the Director shall issue all necessary proclamations as to the
existence of such state of emergency and shall issue such disaster warnings or
alerts as shall be required in the emergency management plan.

(b)  Action. The emergency management organization shall take action in accordance
with the emergency management plan only after the declaration of an emergency
and the issuance of official disaster warnings. Such state of emergency shall
continue until terminated by the issuing authority, provided that any such
declaration not issued by the Governor may be terminated at the discretion of the
Village Board.

SECTION 12.06 Emergency Orders, Rules and Regulations.

Whenever necessary to meet an emergency for which adequate regulations have not been
adopted by the Village Board, the Village President (and in his absence the Director) may
by proclamation promulgate and enforce such orders, rules and regulations relating to the
conduct of persons and the use of property as shall be necessary to protect the public
peace, health and safety, to preserve lives and property, and to ensure the cooperation
necessary in emergency management activities. Such proclamations shall be posted in a
public place and may be rescinded by the Village Board by resolution at any time.
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Town of Harrison Emergency Response Plan (ERP)
Mission

To coordinate, implement, and lead the Town of Harrison Emergency Management
Program by enabling effective preparation for and response to emergencies and disasters
in order to ensure life safety, property preservation, and incident stabilization. To
accomplish this mission, the Town of Harrison Emergency Manager develops plans and
procedures to ensure adequate mitigation, preparedness, response and recovery
activities.

Purpose

This plan has been developed to provide procedures for the Town of Harrison to respond
to various types of emergencies or disasters affecting the community. This plan provides
links to procedures that will be used by Waupaca County and the Town of Harrison, both
of which are part the Waupaca County Emergency Management Program. This plan is to
be used in conjunction with the Waupaca County Emergency Response Plan. The Town'’s
plan will be maintained in accordance with the current standards of the Waupaca County
Emergency Response Plan and in accordance with the local government. Review of the
local plan shall be completed concurrently with the Waupaca County Emergency
Response Plan.

The purpose of the Town of Harrison Emergency Response Plan and the Waupaca
County/Wisconsin Emergency Management planning process is to:

=  Comply with and incorporate National Incident Management System/Incident
Command System (NIMS/ICS) into the overall planning process.
= Assist local government in the protection of lives, property and the environment in
the event of major emergencies and disasters of any nature.
= Facilitate assessment of hazards, mitigation opportunities, response capabilities,
resources and needs.
= Facilitate integrated operations planning by response agencies to help them adapt
and respond together effectively to emergencies of unusual nature, scale or multi-
agency impact by:
= |dentifying and deploying resources effectively.
= Allocating emergency responsibilities and authority among Town of
Harrison departments and personnel.
= Coordinating activities among departments and agencies.
= Record information, decisions and procedures developed during planning stages.
= Activate the Town’s Emergency Operations Center (EOC) by declaring a State of
Emergency.
* Provide a basis for training and exercising of personnel and plans to operate in
coordination.



Having a thorough Emergency Response Plan increases the potential to avoid
consequences such as:

Long/short term mass evacuation and sheltering

Mass casualties

Disruption of power

Disruption of fuel supplies

Disruption of communications

Interruption of water supplies

Damage and destruction to homes, businesses, vehicles and other property
Damage to infrastructure

Contamination to food, water and people

Looting

Disruption of government and economic/financial institutions

Scope

The scope of this plan considers hazards posing a threat (which can be significant in
frequency, magnitude or both) to the lives, property and/or environment in the Town of
Harrison and potentially across Waupaca County. These hazards are listed in the
Waupaca County All-Hazard Mitigation Plan, of which the Town of Harrison is a
participating member. This plan describes emergency management at various levels.
The State of Wisconsin and Waupaca County operate utilizing a single comprehensive
planning approach within the guidelines set forth by Homeland Security Presidential
Directives (HSPD-5 and HSPD-8), which include:

Mitigation

Preparedness

Response

Recovery

All-Hazards Planning

Regional/Local MOUs

COOP/COG development

Ensure all levels of government and the private sector work together
Integrate crisis and consequence management

Regional and catastrophic planning and response

By participating in the Waupaca County All-Hazard Mitigation Plan, the Town of
Harrison’s responsibilities will be covered in relation to federal disaster assistance
programs under HSPD-8, Public Law 100-797 (as amended), State Statute Chapter 166,
and other applicable laws including County and local laws and ordinances.

Organization
Emergency Management in the Town of Harrison is organized and operates in

accordance with Wis. Stat. §323. The Local Emergency Manager shall be the executive
head of the Town Emergency Management Program and shall have direct responsibility



for the organization, administration and operation of the Local Emergency Management
Program, subject to the direction and control of the Town Board.

The Town of Harrison issues a State of Emergency using the following process:

= Town Emergency Manager requests a declaration.

* Town Chairperson, or Town Emergency Manager if Chariperson is not available,
signs the declaration.

= Town Emergency Manager forwards the signed request to Waupaca County
Emergency Management to receive outside disaster resources and possible
funding.

The Town of Harrison Emergency Operations Center (EOC) is the primary location for
coordinating the Town emergency response and recovery activities. In the event of a full
EOC activation, the EOC is located in the basement of Northland Church, N9880

State Hwy. 49, lola, WI. Prior to full EOC activation, the Town of Harrison Emergency
Manager could be functioning as a mobile unit.

The Town of Harrison Emergency Response Plan (ERP) utilizes Emergency Support
Functions (ESFs) consistent with the Waupaca County Emergency Response Plan and
the National Response Framework, which identifies sources of direct assistance and
operational support that Waupaca County and local jurisdictions may need in order to
implement hazard mitigation, preparedness, response, and recovery activities following an
emergency or disaster. The Town of Harrison Emergency Response Plan consists of:

* Town of Harrison ERP Basic Plan: identifies policies and concepts of operation
that guide the Town’s mitigation, preparedness, response, and recovery activities.

» ESFs: describe the specific missions, policies, concepts of operation, and
responsibilities of primary and support agencies involved in the implementation of
the basic plan.

= Attachments: describe additional activities, agreements, and resources available
and provide supplemental details to the Basic Plan and ESFs as necessary.

Responsibilities

This plan is developed, promulgated and maintained pursuant to Wisconsin State Statutes
and Town of Harrison Code. The concepts and processes developed in the NIMS,
mandated by Homeland Security Presidential Directive (HSPD-5), have been incorporated
into the Town of Harrison Emergency Response Plan. NIMS provides a consistent
national framework for all jurisdictions to work together effectively and efficiently to prepare
for, respond to, and recover from domestic disasters or incidents.

Assignment of Responsibilities

This plan identifies the responsibilities of the Town of Harrison and other organizations



listed in this plan. ESFs establish recommended mitigation, preparedness, response and
recovery activities. Primary responsibilities for each ESF are held by either one agency or
joint agencies. Additionally, each ESF has supporting agencies that assist the primary
agencies.

Limitations

The goal is to mitigate and prepare for the consequences of all hazards and respond and
recover in the event of an emergency or disaster. However, Town of Harrison resources
and systems may become overwhelmed in the event of a major incident, in which case
activation of the Waupaca County and/or State of Wisconsin Emergency Response Plans
may be necessary.

Hazard Analysis and Assumptions

Several types of hazards pose a threat to lives, property, or environment in the Town of
Harrison. These hazards include but are not limited to:

= Severe thunderstorms capable of producing hail, high wind events, and torrential
rainfall

Floods, including the potential for flash flooding

Severe winter storms, including ice storms

Drought

Large fires, explosions

Hazardous material releases to the air, ground or water during transportation or
from fixed locations. This includes radiological releases related to civilian
application or nuclear power plant incidents

Aircraft crashes

Terrorism (domestic or international)

Loss of water and sewer services

Other major accidents

Consequences of major emergencies may include: mass casualties; damage and
destruction of homes, facilities, vehicles and other property; disruption of power, fuel,
communications, water and other vital services; damage to infrastructure; contamination of
people, food, water, property and/or the environment; looting and other disruption of law
and order; disruption of government functions; and economic or financial disruption.

Additional effects on agencies and officials include dangerous and complex operating
conditions, severe stress/fatigue, and intense scrutiny of the preparedness and response
of public officials. Other scenarios not readily identifiable may also pose significant threats
to the Town of Harrison. The following are major assumptions with regard to the Town’s
plan.

= Governments have the legal and moral duty to protect lives, property and the
environment. All regulatory programs will be appropriately supported.
= A major emergency can exhaust the resources of a single jurisdiction or directly



impact more than one jurisdiction. Resources from numerous agencies and
jurisdictions may be required to effectively mitigate the emergency along with any
cascading events.

=  While some specific incidents can be anticipated, allowing for incident-specific
preparation and planning can not. All-hazards preparedness of generic response
systems, including flexibility to tailor deployments and tactics to the specific
incident, enables a more effective and efficient response.

= Waupaca County is responsible for requesting State Disaster Assistance on behalf
of local governments. The State will request Federal Assistance if needed.

= The Incident Command System (ICS) will be used in disaster response. Unified
command will be used in situations which affect multiple jurisdictions, multiple
agencies within a jurisdiction, and/or which require response by multiple levels of
government. These command and control systems require the participation of the
chief elected officials.

Concept of Operations

Outlined below are the general responsibilities of County, State and Federal Government
as related to support of local emergency operations:

Local/County Government

Wisconsin State Statutes Chapter 323 outlines the powers and duties of Counties and
Municipalities. Local organizations or jurisdictions assign emergency or disaster
responsibilities based upon existing capabilities or mutual aid agreements as provided in
local emergency or disaster preparedness plans. All such plans should be consistent with
this plan and Wisconsin State Statutes Chapter 323. Local/County resources are grouped
into Emergency Support Functions (ESFs). Each ESF designates a primary agency, with
one or more County agencies/organizations designated as support agencies based on
their resources and capabilities to support the Emergency Support Function. Each County
or local ESF has a State ESF counterpart with which it must coordinate for the purpose of
providing assistance under the Wisconsin Emergency Response Plan and serve as the
mechanism through which State response assistance is provided. In an emergency or
disaster that may require State and Federal assistance, local governments should
communicate with each other and describe what response efforts are being conducted.
Waupaca County should provide situation reports and damage assessments to Wisconsin
Emergency Management. Municipalities should make reports to the Waupaca County
Emergency Operations Center (EOC) in accordance with the Waupaca County
Emergency Response Plan.

Local/County Government has the primary responsibility to respond to disasters. To do
this, they must:
= Manage the incident using their own resources and drawing additional resources
from other Town, Municipal, County and non-government agencies as needed.
= Notify Wisconsin Emergency Management if State/Federal resources may be
required.
* Maintain accurate records of disaster-related activities.



Begin the damage assessment process.

Assess the need for outside assistance.

Coordinate through the County to obtain State and Federal Assistance.

Coordinate access to the disaster area.

Coordinate assistance in meeting the short-term needs of those affected (e.g., food,
potable water, replacement medications, evacuation, shelter, etc.).

Local/County Government has the primary responsibility to recover from disasters. To do
this, they must:
* Determine recovery priorities and implementation strategies such as:
= Restoration of essential services.
= Assign personnel to obtain additional assistance and manage donated
resources.
= Coordinate access to the disaster area.
= Coordinate restoration activities (i.e., re-entry).
= |dentify short and long-term physical/mental health impacts and determine
how to address them.
=  Coordinate the evacuation and shelter of persons with special needs.
=  Address the long-term economic impacts of disaster.
= Continue with the damage assessment process.
= |dentify potential mitigation projects.
= Make appropriate applications for Federal Disaster Assistance and ensure
programs are administered according to guidelines.
= Coordinate assistance in meeting the short and long-term needs of those affected
(e.g., food, housing, crisis counseling, efc.).
= If Local/Municipal and County resources are exhausted, the County Emergency
Management Director can request State assistance through WEM.
= If State assistance is requested, the WEM Administrator in conjunction with
the Regional Director, County Emergency Management Director and
Local/Municipal Emergency Manager assess the disaster or emergency situation
and recommend that personnel, services and equipment be made available for
response, mitigation or recovery.
= After completing the assessment, the WEM Regional Director immediately notifies
the WEM Administrator.
* The State Administrator of Emergency Management (WEM) notifies the Govermnor
and makes recommendations.
= [f State assistance is granted, procedures will be followed as stated in the State of
Wisconsin ERP and the Waupaca County ERP.

State Govermment

Wisconsin Emergency Management (WEM) coordinates on behalf of the Governor, or
designee, general control of State Emergency Operations, resource management,
planning and policy. WEM coordinates State response in support of local jurisdictions as
follows:
= Through the State’s 24 hour Duty Officer System, notify other agencies that might
have primary responsibilities or that can be mobilized due to escalating response.



Monitor events, update agencies, and consult with the Governor and agencies as
necessary.
Implement State SOPs.
Notify FEMA of the situation and the possible need for Federal Assistance.
Maintain accurate records of disaster-related activities.
Begin the damage assessment process and application process as needed for
Federal Disaster Assistance.
Activate the State EOC (staffed by state and private organization liaisons).
Issue situation reports to advise key officials of response and recovery efforts.
Provide the coordination of information, decisions and resource management.
Recommend that the Governor declare a State of Emergency and/or issue other
orders.
Authorize the deployment of the Mobile Command Post (MCP) for on-site
coordination of information and response actions
Activate the Wisconsin Hazard Mitigation Team.
Conduct the internal and inter-agency after-action reviews of all phases of the
disaster.
Coordinate the request for and implementation of Federal Disaster Assistance.
Incorporate the lessons learned into future planning, training and exercising.
Coordinate response among State agencies providing mutual aid from outside of
the affected County.
State agency’s priorities for recovery may include but are not limited to:
= Coordinate the use of volunteer agencies between and among affected
jurisdictions (e.g., Counties, States and the Federal Government and
volunteer/non-profit agencies).
* |mplement the Memoranda of Understanding (MOUs) between the American
Red Cross and the:
= State of Wisconsin.
= Wisconsin Department of Health and Family Services.
* Wisconsin National Guard.
= Coordinate mobilization and commitment of State agency resources.
» Assist in restoring essential services.
= |dentify short and long-term physical/mental health impacts and determine
how to address them.
= Address the long-term economic impacts of disaster.
= |dentify potential mitigation projects.
= Apply for appropriate Federal Disaster Assistance and ensure programs are
administered according to guidelines.

State agency resources are grouped into ESFs. Each ESF designates a primary
State agency with one or more State agencies/organizations designated as support
agencies based on their resources and capabilities to support the function. Each
ESF has a Federal ESF counterpart, with which it must coordinate for the purpose
of providing assistance under the National Response Plan and serve as the
mechanism through which Federal response assistance is provided.



Federal Government

FEMA provides Federal coordination, planning, training and funding to support State,
County and Local/Municipal jurisdiction efforts. In the event that the capabilities of State
government are exceeded, Federal disaster or emergency assistance may be requested.
FEMA coordinates Federal response activities in accordance with the National Response
Plan and Federal Recovery Assistance as prescribed in Public Law 100-707, as amended.

Federal assistance can be provided to the State, or at the State’s request, directly to the
affected Local/Municipal jurisdiction. Initially, the Region V Federal ESF representatives
will work out of a Regional Operations Center (ROC) established at the FEMA Regional
Office in Chicago. Once the Joint Field Officer (JFO) is established, these representatives
may relocate to the disaster site and work directly with their counterpart State agency
representatives in the State EOC and/or Joint Field Office. Federal agencies use ESFs to
support the State and local jurisdictions. ESF activities may be conducted at both the
national and regional levels. During declared Federal Disasters, Federal Assistance is
provided under the overall coordination of the Federal Coordinating Officer (FCO)
appointed by the President. The point for coordination of Federal support to State and
local organizations is the Joint Field Officer (JFO).

Phases of Emergency Management
Mitigation Activities

Mitigation includes those activities which reduce or eliminate long-term risk to people,
property, environment, and the economy from natural and technological hazards.

Preparedness Activities

Preparedness activities serve to develop the response capabilities that may be needed if
an emergency does occur. Planning and training are among the activities conducted in
preparation for such events. Other examples include the development of warning and
communications systems and mutual aid agreements, as well as conducting exercises.

Response Activities

Response is the process of providing coordinated emergency services during a crisis.
These activities help reduce casualties and damage and speed recovery. Response
activities include activation of warning systems, implementing plans, firefighting activities,
rescue operations, evacuation and sheltering, etc.

Recovery Activities

Recovery is both a short-term and long-term process. Short-term operations seek to
restore vital and essential services to a community and provide for the individual needs of
the public. Long-term recovery focuses on restoring the community as a whole to a normal
or near normal state. The recovery period is a perfect opportunity to institute mitigation
measures in an attempt to alleviate the effects of disasters that may occur in the future.
Examples of recovery activities include the provisions of shelter and food, restoration of
utilities, restoration of government services, crisis counseling programs, and
damage/disaster insurance, loans and grants.




Levels of Activation

Upon notification of an emergency, the Town of Harrison will initiate a graduated program
of five response levels depending on the situation. These levels are based on increasing
levels of damage that range from minor to massive. During “fast-breaking” events, initial
activation levels will be time compressed and concurrent.

The activities listed under each level of activation are suggested guidelines for appropriate
actions and staffing at that level. Actual activities and staffing will be determined by the
EOC Manager or designee at the time of activation. Local governments and other State
organizations will inform WEM when disasters occur.

Level 5: Monitoring

= Town Emergency Manager or designee gathers information on the weather or other
threat.

= Town Emergency Manager or desingee will coordinate with Waupaca County
Emergency Management to determine potential actions.

= Departments, administrators, or chairperson will be notified as needed to promote
situational awareness.

= Situation closed or Level 4 activated.

Level 4: Pre-Activation
= |nitial reports on activity received from departments, citizens, etc.
= Provide initial reports on scope of incident and early damage estimates.
= Situation reports provided to County Emergency Management Director.
= Situation closed or Level 3 activated.

Level 3: Activation - Minor
*= County Emergency Management Director will request information from local
Emergency Manager to complete a Uniform Disaster Situation Report (UDSR).
= Partial activation of an EOC has already begun or begins to expand (EOC could be
mobile).
» Partial activation of EOC includes:
= Emergency Manager/EOC Director (could still be mobile or at EOC)
= Qperations Section
= Public Information
= Chief Elected Officials
= County/Local Declaration of State of Emergency may occur.
» Situation closed or Level 2 activated.

Level 2: Activation - Moderate

* Full activation of Town EOC including:
Emergency Manager/EOC Director
Operations Section
Planning Section
Logistics/Finance Section
Public Information.




= Expansion of Town EOC could include part of County EOC

= State ESF counterparts are activated and liaison with County for resources.

= County/Local officials have declared a State of Emergency and requested State
assistance.

= Situation de-escalates and short-term recovery planning begins or escalation to
Level 1.

Level 1: Activation - Massive
» State/Federal Declaration of State of Emergency.
= Expansion of Town EOC could include part of County EOC.
= Assistance from County EOC on deployment of State and/or Federal ESF assets.
= Begin preparation of incident demobilization of resource no longer needed for
operations.

Plan Development and Maintenance

The Town of Harrison Emergency Manager or head elected official is the lead agency
and has the overall authority and responsibility for the development and maintenance of
the Town of Harrison Emergency Response Plan. This plan should be developed and
maintained to work in conjunction with the Waupaca County Emergency Response Plan.

The plan will be reviewed, updated and distributed by the Emergency Manager or
designee annually or as needed. The updates will include reference to all supporting
documents and will be amended to reflect Statutory and policy changes. Amendments
may also be made to reflect lessons learned through drills, exercises or actual disasters.

The Town of Harrison Emergency Manager or designee, along with the respective or
designated officials, will sign and date the Town of Harrison Emergency Response Plan
to certify its completeness, currency and accuracy.

Revisions to the plan are distributed by the Town of Harrison Emergency Manager or
designee to all parties that hold copies of the plan.
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County and Local Emergency Support Functions (ESFs)

The Town of Harrison Emergency Response Plan, along with the Waupaca County
Emergency Response Plan, establishes the following Emergency Support Functions
(ESFs) that contain the emergency assignments and responsibilities as detailed below:

ESF 1: Evacuation and Transportation Resources (for small & mass evacuation)

The Town of Harrison will utilize ESF 1 of the Waupaca County Emergency Response Plan

The transportation function within the county emergency organization operates primarily as a coordinating
group. This group ensures that roads and conduits into and out of the affected area remain open and that the
traffic allowed into those areas is coordinated in a manner which prevents bottle-necking and gridlock, which
woulid prevent needed emergency assistance reaching those areas in need.

The Town of Harrison will utilize ESF 2 of the Waupaca County Emergency Response Plan

The communications function is responsible for the development, maintenance, restoration and utilization
of county, local and private sector communications assets during emergencies. This includes the radio
systems owned and operated by county agencies, amateur radio networks, as well as the local and long-
distance telephone systems connecting the federal, state, local and private sector resources which might
be needed in an emergency.

The Communications ESF function is also responsible for the issuance of warning information regarding
impending hazards, as well as the maintenance of warning networks which might be used by the county
and local governments in an emergency. This includes the EAS, NOAA Weather Radio System, NAWAS,
CodeRED, local radio, TV and other warning systems in place throughout the state.

The Public Works and Engineering function describes how the county will support municipalities by
providing public works services; assessing damage to infrastructure and buildings; debris removal;
restoring and maintaining essential services; and providing technical assistance through specialized
personnel, equipment, and supplies.

ESF 3 Sub-Function: Debris Management

property. There are large amounts of eligible and ineligible debris. For debris removal to be eligible, the
work must be necessary to:

= Eliminate an immediate threat to lives, public health and safety
= Eliminate immediate threats of significant damages to improved public or private property
= Ensure the economic recovery of the affected community

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ESF 4: Firefighting

This ESF describes how the lola Fire Department will provide response to fires and rescue service
requests, structural collapse, water rescue operations etc. The ESF also describes how the EMS
responders will provide and coordinate pre-hospital and emergency medical services. These situations
can be the result of natural, technological or man-made disasters. The areas of Hazardous Materials and
Search and Rescue will be incorporated into their respective ESFs.

This ESF is designed to provide information on what resources are available and to what extent these
resources will respond to disasters involving fire and medical emergencies at the local level.
Firefighting today has become reliant on inter-agency cooperation for responding to an event that can
quickly overwhelm local resources. This is usually accomplished through participation in Waupaca
County's MABAS Division 142.

Fire protection, emergency medical services, and specialized rescue/response operations are challenges
that many fire and EMS department face. Local, state and federal disasters affect and influence the
methodology used today. Continued planning, training, and response capabilities are just a few of the
requirements needed for an effective response and recovery process. The Town Harrison is prepared
to respond to the majority of routine incidents. However, specialized teams may be called upon for
response to assist the local department of jurisdiction in order to mitigate the situation.
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ESF 5: Emergency Management

The Emergency Management ESF identifies the procedures and resources to ensure that the Town of
Harrison will be prepared to cope with emergencies resulting from enemy action and/or natural or man-

made disasters by establishing an organization for emergency management. The Town of Harrison®
Emergency Manager is responsible for directing the mitigation, preparedness, response, and recovery
operations at the local level. The Emergency Manager is also responsible for the overall management of
all incident-realted activities, including the development and implementation of strategies and the ordering
and release of resources.

ESF 5 serves as the primary ESF to address the management of response to local incidents. ESF 5
facilitates information gathering and resource flow during a disaster. ESF 5 activities include those
functions that are critical to support and facilitate multi-agency planning and coordination for operations
involving potential and actual disasters/emergencies. This includes alerts and notification, deployment
and staffing, incident action planning, coordination of operations, logistics, direction and control,
information management, facilitation of requests for state assistance resources and management (to
include allocations and tracking), worker health and safety, facilities management, financial support, and
other tasks as required.
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ESF 6: Mass Care, Housing and Human Services

The Town of Harrison will utilize ESF 6 of the Waupaca County Emergency Response Plan

ESF 6 is subdivided into the following sub-functions:

1. Mass Care
Mass Care involves the coordination of non-medical mass care services to include
sheltering of victims, organizing feeding operations, providing first aid at shelters-as
needed. Collecting and providing information about victims to family members and
coordinating bulk distribution of emergency relief items.

2. Housing
Housing involves the provision of assistance for short-and long-term housing needs to
victims during evacuations processes.

3. Human Services
Human Services include providing victim related recovery efforts such as counseling,
identifying support for persons with functional needs and expediting processing of new
Federal benefits claims.

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ESF 7: Resource Support
The Town of Harrison will utilize ESF 7 of the Waupaca County Emergency Response Plan

ESF 7 is subdivided into the following sub-functions:

1. Logistics
This sub-function coordinates the actual movement of resources into areas where the
need(s) exist. This includes the warehousing and tracking of resources; packaging,
loading, and subsequent transportation of resources to affected areas; and the disposal
of used and/or unused resources following a disaster. This group is also responsible for
securing food needed for the feeding of victims and emergency workers in affected
areas.

2. Resource Management
This sub-function is responsible for the acquisition of all types of resources that are
identified as “needed” following a disaster. This group will make arrangements to
purchase needed resources if it is determined that the Town or the County does not
currently have the resources to supply a requirement in the field. This group also
handles the payment of debts and other encumbrances generated as a result of the
emergency.

3. Staging Areas
This sub-function coordinates the activation and utilization of staging areas and
marshaling points during emergency situations. To prevent a rapid and overwhelming
influx of resources into affected areas, staging areas are utilized as temporary marshaling
sites for collection and gradual direction of emergency resources into needed areas.

Scope:

The coordination of resource management is the responsibility of County/Town EOC personnel assigned
to the incident. This includes emergency relief supplies, facility space, office equipment office supplies,
communications, contracting services, transportation services, security services, and special teams and
personnel required to support immediate response activities. ESF #7 provides support for requirements
not specifically identified in other ESFs. ESF #7 supports all other Emergency Support Functions.
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ESF 8: Public Health, Medical, and Mortuary Services

The Town of Harrison will utilize ESF 8 of the Waupaca County Emergency Response Plan

ESF 8 is divided into the following sub-functions:

1. Mass Casualty: Emergency Medical Services and Hospitals
This sub-function coordinates the provision of EMS assistance at the local level following
a disaster, including the movement of medical resources into disaster areas. This also
includes ground- and air-medical evacuation of patients from affected areas as necessary
and interface with the state disaster medical system.

2. Public Health
This group addresses the public health ramifications associated with particular
emergencies. This includes staffing shelters; first-aid/clinic operations; restoring public
health functions; defining the epidemiology of the disaster (including the collection and
maintenance of statistical data); administration of vaccinations and immunizations; and
determination of potential health effects associated with debris accumulation, pollution,
hazmat releases, etc.

3. Mass Fatality Coroner
This group coordinates mass fatality response utilizing local, state, and federal resources.

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ESF 9: Search and Rescue

The Town of Harrison will utilize ESF 9 of the Waupaca County Emergency Response Plan

This ESF coordinates local resources and state assistance for the purpose of locating persons missing as
a result of any number of causes. This includes urban search and rescue needs generated as a result of
persons lost in wooded or other environments, the search for downed aircraft, the extrication of accident
victims, collapsed structures, mass casualty/fatality diasters, etc. This group also provides the interface
with Federal Urban Search and Rescue Teams.

1. Assistance Programs

This sub-function is the mechanism through which the county receives and administers
state and federal disaster relief assistance to victims in the affected area(s). Assistance
could include the Public Assistance or Individual & Households Programs through FEMA,
the Small Business Administration Loan Programs, the Wisconsin Disaster Fund, the
Community Development Block Grant Program, the administration of
unemployment/economic loss compensation, and various other disaster relief programs
available to both Presidential Declaration and non-Presidential Declaration disasters.

2. Recovery and Reconstruction Programs

This sub-function addresses the long-term economic and psychological impacts of
disasters upon local communities and assists the communities in developing plans and
processes for recovery and reconstruction. To assist individuals, long-term recovery
processes are implemented; this may include working with donations, identifying
volunteers, compiling resource lists, and management of crisis counseling grants. Grant
and low-interest loan programs are identified and targeted for application by the
community. Significant attention is given to the mitigation of future potential hazards
when developing local recovery plans.

DEFINITIONS

Agency:
A division of government with a specific function offering a particular kind of
assistance. In ICS, agencies are defined either as jurisdictional (having statutory
responsibility for incident management) or as assisting or cooperating (providing
resources or other assistance).

Agency Representative:
A person assigned by a primary, assisting, or cooperating Federal, State, local,
or tribal government agency or private entity that has been delegated authority to
make decisions affecting that agency's or organization's participation in incident
management activities following appropriate consultation with the leadership of
that agency.

Area Command (Unified Area Command):
An organization established (1) to oversee the management of multiple incidents
that are each being handled by an ICS organization or (2) to oversee the
management of large or multiple incidents to which several Incident Management
Teams have been assigned. Area Command has the responsibility to set overall
strategy and priorities, allocate critical resources according to priorities, ensure
that incidents are properly managed, and ensure that objectives are met and
strategies followed. Area Command becomes Unified Area Command when
incidents are multi-jurisdictional. Area Command may be established at an EOC
facility or at some location other than an ICP.

Available Resources:
Resources assigned to an incident, checked in, and available for use, normally
located in a Staging Area.

Catastrophic Incident:
Any natural or man-made incident, including terrorism that results in
extraordinary levels of mass casualties, damage or disruption severely affecting
the population, infrastructure, environment, economy, national morale and / or
government functions. A catastrophic event could result in sustained national
impacts over a prolonged period of time; almost immediately exceeds resources
normally available to State, local, tribal, and private-sector authorities in the
impacted area; and significantly interrupts governmental operations and
emergency services to such an extent that national security could be threatened.
All catastrophic events are Incidents of National Significance.

Chain of Command:
A series of command, control, executive, or management positions in hierarchical
order of authority.

Command Staff:
In an incident management organization, the Command Staff consists of the
Incident Command and the special staff positions of Public Information Officer,
Safety Officer, Liaison Officer, and other positions as required, who report
directly to the Incident Commander. They may have an assistant or assistants,
as needed.
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Community Recovery:
In the context of the NRP and its annexes, the process of assessing the effects
of an Incident of National Significance, defining resources, and developing and
implementing a course of action restore and revitalize the socioeconomic and
physical structure of a community.

Credible Threat:
A potential terrorist threat that, based on a threat assessment, is credible and
likely to involve WMD.

Crisis Management:
Predominantly a law enforcement function and included measures to identify,
acquire, and plan the use of resources needed to anticipate, prevent, and/or
resolve a threat or act of terrorism. The requirements of consequence
management and crisis management are combined in the NRP. See also
Consequence Management.

Critical Infrastructures:
Systems and assets, whether physical or virtual, so vital to the United States that
incapacitation or destruction of such systems and assets would have a
debilitating impact on security, nation economic security, national public health or
safety, or any combination of those matters.

Cultural Resources:
Cultural resources include historic and prehistoric structures, archeological sites,
cultural, landscapes, and museum collections.

Defense Support of Civil Authorities (DSCA):
Refers to DOD support, including Federal military forces, DOD civilians and DOD
contractor personnel, and DOD agencies and components, for domestic
emergencies and for designated law enforcement and other activities.

Deputy:
A fully qualified individual who, in the absence of a superior, could be delegated
the authority to manage a functional operation or perform a specific task. In some
cases, a deputy could act as relief for a superior and therefore must be fully
qualified in the position. Deputies can be assigned to the Incident Commander,
General Staff, and Branch Directors.

Disaster:
See Major Disaster.

Disaster Recovery Center (DRC):
A facility established in a centralized location within or near the disaster area at
which disaster victims (individuals, families, or businesses) apply for disaster aid.

Emergency:
As defined by the Stafford Act, an emergency is "any occasion or instance for
which, in the determination of the President, Federal assistance is needed to
supplement State and local efforts and capabilities to save lives and to protect
property and public health and safety, or to lessen or avert the threat of a
catastrophe in any part of the United States."
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Emergency Operations Center (EOC):
The physical location at which the coordination of information and resources to
support domestic incident management activities normally takes place. An EOC
may be a temporary facility or may be located in a more central or permanently
established facility, perhaps at a higher level of organization within a jurisdiction.
EOCs may be organized by major functional disciplines (e.g., fire, law
enforcement, and medical services), by jurisdiction (e.g., Federal, State,
Regional, County, City, Tribal), or by some combination thereof

Emergency Response Plan (ERP):
The "steady-state" plan maintained by various jurisdictional levels for managing a
wide variety of potential hazards.

Emergency Public Information:
Information that is disseminated primarily in anticipation of an emergency or
during an emergency. In addition to providing situational information to the public,
it also frequently provides directive actions required to be taken by the general
public.

Emergency Response Provider:
Includes Federal, State, local, and tribal emergency public safety, law
enforcement, emergency response, emergency medical (including hospital
emergency facilities), and related personnel. Agencies and authorities. (See
section 2(6), Homeland Security Act of 2002, Public Law 107-296, 116 Stat. 2135
(2002).) Also known as "emergency responder."

Emergency Support Function (ESF):
A grouping of government and certain private-sector capabilities into an
organizational structure to provide the support, resources, program
implementation, and services that are most likely to be needed to save lives,
protect property and the environment, restore essential services and critical
infrastructure, and help victims and communities return to normal, when feasible,
following domestic incidents. The ESFs serve as the primary operational-level
mechanism to provide assistance to State, local. and tribal governments or to
Federal departments and agencies conducting missions of primary Federal
responsibility.

Environment:
Natural and cultural resources and historic properties as those terms are defined
in this glossary and in relevant laws.

Environmental Response Team:
Established by EPA, the Environmental Response Team includes expertise in
biology, chemistry, hydrology, geology and engineering. The Environmental
Response Team provides technical advice and assistance to the OSC for both
planning and response to discharges and release of oil and hazardous
substances into the environment.

Evacuation:
Organized, phased, and supervised withdrawal, dispersal, or removal of civilians
from dangerous or potentially dangerous areas, and their reception and care in
safe areas.

Facility Management:
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Facility selection and acquisition, building services, information systems,
communications, safety and health, and physical security.

Federal Coordinating Officer (FCO):
The Federal officer who is appointed to manage Federal resource support
activities related to Stafford Act disasters and emergencies. The FCO is
responsible for coordinating the timely delivery of Federal disaster assistance
resources and programs to the affected State and local governments, individual
victims and the private sector.

Federal On-Scene Coordinator (FOSC or OSC):
The Federal official predestinated by the EPA or the USCG to coordinate
responses under subpart D of the NCP, or the government official designated to
coordinate and direct removal actions under subpart E of the NCP.

First Responder:
Local and nongovernmental police, fire, and emergency personnel who in the
early stages of an incident are responsible for the protection and preservation of
life, property, evidence, and the environment, including emergency response
providers as described in section 2 of the Homeland Security Act of 2002 (6
U.S.C. 101), as well as emergency management, public health, clinical care,
public works, and other skilled support personnel (such as equipment operators)
who provide immediate support services during prevention, response, and
recovery operations. First responders may include personnel from Federal, State,
local, tribal, or nongovernmental organizations.

Hazard:
Something that is potentially dangerous or harmful, often the root cause of an
unwanted outcome.

Hazard Mitigation:
Any cost-effective measure which will reduce the potential for damage to a facility
from disaster event.

Hazardous Material:
For the purposes of ESF #1, hazardous material is a substance or material,
include a hazardous substance, that has been determined by Secretary of
Transportation to be capable of posing a unreasonable risk to health, safety, and
property when transported in commerce, and which has been so designated (see
49 CFR 171.8). For the purposes of ESF #10 and the Oil and Hazardous
Materials Incident Annex, the term is intended to mean hazardous substances,
pollutants, and contaminants as defined the NCP.

Hazardous Substance:
As described by the NCP, any substance designated pursuant to section 311
(b)(2) (A) of the Clean Water Act; any element, compound, mixture, solution, or
substance designated pursuant section 102 of the Comprehensive
Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act (CERCLA); any
hazardous waste having the characteristics identified under or listed pursuant to
section 3001 the Solid Waste Disposal Act (but not including any waste the
regulation of which under the Solid Waste Disposal Act (42 U.S.C. § 6901 et
seq.) has been suspended by act of Congress); any toxic pollutant listed under
section 307(a) of the Clean Water Act; hazardous air pollutant listed under
section 112 of Clean Air Act (42 U.S.C. § 7521 et seq.); and any imminently
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hazardous chemical substance or mix with respect to which the EPA
Administrator has taken action pursuant to section 7 of the Toxic Substances
Control Act (15 U.S.C. § 2601 et seq.).

Historic Property:
Any prehistoric or historic district, site, building, structure, or object included in or
eligible for inclusion in the National Register of Historic Places, including artifacts,
records, and remains which are related to such district, site, building, structure, or
object [16 U.S.C. § 470(w) (5)].

Incident:
An occurrence or event, natural or human-caused that requires an emergency
response to protect life or property. Incidents can, for example, include major
disasters, emergencies, terrorist attacks, terrorist threats, wild land and urban
fires, floods, hazardous materials spills, nuclear accidents, aircraft accidents,
earthquakes, hurricanes, tornadoes, tropical storms, war-related disasters, public
health and medical emergencies, and other occurrences requiring an emergency
response.

Incident Action Plan: (IAP)
An oral or written plan containing general objectives reflecting the overall strategy
for managing an incident. It may include the identification of operational
resources and assignments. It may also include attachments that provide
direction and important information for management of the incident during one or
more operational periods.

Incident Command Post (ICP):
The field location at which the primary tactical-level, on-scene incident command
functions is performed. The ICP may be collocated with the incident base or
other incident facilities and is normally identified by a green rotating or flashing
light.

Incident Command System (ICS):
A standardized on scene emergency management construct specifically
designed to provide for the adoption of an integrated organizational structure that
reflects the complexity and demands of single or mulitiple incidents, without being
hindered by jurisdictional boundaries. ICS is the combination of facilities,
equipment, personnel, procedures, and communications operating with a
common organizational structure, designed to aid in the management of
resources during incidents. ICS is used for all kinds of emergencies and is
applicable to small as well as large and complex incidents. ICS is used by
various jurisdictions and functional agencies, both public and private, or
organized field-level incident management operations.

Incident Commander (IC):
The individual responsible for all incident activities, including the development of
strategies and tactics and the ordering and release of resources. The IC has
overall authority and responsibility for conducting incident operations and is
responsible for the management of all incident operations at the incident site.

Incident Management Team (IMT):
The Incident Commander and appropriate Command and General Staff
personnel assigned to an incident.
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Incident Mitigation:
Actions taken during an incident designed to minimize impacts or contain the
damages to property or the environment.

Incident of National Significance:
Based on criteria established in HSPD-5 (paragraph 4), an actual or potential
high-impact event that requires a coordinated and effective response by and
appropriate combination of Federal, State, local, tribal, nongovernmental, and/ or
private-sector entities in order to save lives and minimize damage, and provide
the basis for long-term community recovery and mitigation activities.

Infrastructure:
The manmade physical systems, assets, projects, and structures, publicly and/or
privately owned, that are used by or provide benefit to the public. Examples of
infrastructure include utilities, bridges, levees, drinking water systems, electrical
systems, communications systems, dams, sewage systems, and roads.

Initial Actions:
The actions taken by those responders first to arrive at an incident site.

Initial Response:
Resources initially committed to an incident.

In-Kind Donations:
Donations other than cash (usually materials or professional services) for
disaster survivors.

Joint Field Office (JFO):
A temporary Federal facility established locally to provide a central point for
Federal, State, local, and tribal executives with responsibility for incident
oversight, direction, and/or assistance to effectively coordinate protection,
prevention, preparedness, response, and recovery actions. The JFO will combine
the traditional functions of the JOC, the FEMA DFO, and the JIC within a single
Federal facility.

Joint Information Center (JIC):
A facility established to coordinate all incident-related public information
activities. It is the central point of contact for all news media at the scene of the
incident. Public information officials from all participating agencies should
collocate at the JIC.

Joint Information System (JIS):
Integrates incident, information and public affairs into a cohesive organization
designed to provide consistent, coordinated, timely information during a crisis or
incident operations. The mission of the JIS is to provide a structure and system
for developing and delivering coordinated interagency messages; developing,
recommending, and executing public information plans and strategies on behalf
of the IC advising the IC concerning public affairs issues that could affect a
response effort; and controlling rumors and inaccurate information that could
undermine public confidence in the emergency response effort.

Joint Operations Center (JOC):

The JOC is the focal point for all Federal investigative law enforcement activities
during a terrorist or potential terrorist incident or any other significant criminal
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incident, and is managed by the SFLEO. The JOC becomes a component of the
JFO when the NRP is activated.

Jurisdiction:
A range or sphere of authority. Public agencies have jurisdiction at an incident
related to their legal responsibilities and authorities. Jurisdictional authority at an
incident can be political or geographical (e.g., City, County, Tribal, State, or
Federal boundary lines) or functional (e.g., law enforcement, public health).

Liaison Officer:
A member of the Command Staff responsible for coordinating with
representatives from cooperating and assisting agencies.

Local Government:
A County, Municipality, City, Town, Township, Local Public Authority, School
District, Special District, Intrastate District, Council of Governments (regardless of
whether the council of governments is incorporated as a nonprofit corporation
under State law), regional or interstate government entity, or agency or
instrumentality of a local government; an Indian tribe or authorized tribal
organization; or a rural community, unincorporated Town, Village, or other public
entity. (As defined in section 2(10) of the Homeland Security Act of 2002, Public
Law 107-296, 116 Stat. 2135, et seq. (2002).)

Mutual Aid Box Alarm System:
A fire service mutual aid system connecting fire, EMS, special operations, and
hazardous materials resources.

Major Disaster:
As described by the Stafford Act, any natural catastrophe (including any
hurricane, tornado, storm, high water, wind-driven water, tidal wave, tsunami,
earthquake, volcanic eruption, landslide, mudslide, snowstorm, or drought) or,
regardless of cause, any fire, flood, or explosion, in any part of the United States,
which in the determination of the President causes damage of sufficient severity
and magnitude to warrant major disaster assistance under this act to supplement
the efforts and available resources of States, local governments, and disaster
relief organizations in alleviating the damage, loss, hardship, or suffering caused
thereby.

Material Management:
Requisitioning and sourcing (requirements processing); acquisition, asset
visibility (resource tracking), receipt, storage, and handling; security and
accountability; inventory, deployment, issue, and distribution; and recovery,
reuse, and disposition.

Mitigation:
Activities designed to reduce or eliminate risks to persons or property or to
lessen the actual or potential effects or consequences of an incident. Mitigation
measures may be implemented prior to, during, or after an incident. Mitigation
measures are often developed in accordance with lessons learned from prior
incidents. Mitigation involves ongoing actions to reduce exposure to, probability
of, or potential loss from hazards. Measures may include zoning and building
codes, floodplain buyouts, and analysis of hazard-related data to determine
where it is safe to build or locate temporary facilities. Mitigation can include
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efforts to educate governments, businesses, and the public on measures they
can take to reduce loss and injury.

Mobilization:
The process and procedures used by all organizations-Federal, State, local, and
tribal-for activating, assembling, and transporting all resources that have been
requested to respond to or support an incident.

Mobilization Center:
An off-site temporary facility at which response personnel and equipment are
received from the Point of Arrival and are pre-positioned for deployment to an
incident logistics base, to a local Staging Area, or directly to an incident site, as
required. A mobilization center also provides temporary support services, such
as food and billeting, for response personnel prior to their assignment, release, or
reassignment and serves as a place to out-process following demobilization
while awaiting transportation.

Multiagency Coordination System (MACS):
The combination of personnel, facilities, equipment and procedures and
communications integrated into a common system. When activated, MACS has
the responsibility for coordination of assisting agency resources and support in a
multi-agency or multi-jurisdictional environment. A MAC Group functions within
the MACS. (as defined by NWCG National Training Curriculum)

Multi-Jurisdictional Incident:
An incident requiring action from multiple agencies that each have jurisdiction to
manage certain aspects of an incident. In ICS, these incidents will be managed
under Unified Command.

Mutual Aid Agreement:
Written agreement between agencies, organization, and/or jurisdictions that they
will assist one another on request by furnishing personnel, equipment, and/or
expertise in a specified manner.

National Disaster Medical System (NDMS):
A coordinated partnership between DHS, HHS, DOD, and the Department of
Veterans Affairs established for the purpose of responding to the needs of
victims of a public health emergency. NDMS provides medical response assets
and the movement of patients to health care facilities where definitive medical
care is received when required.

National Incident Management System (NIMS):
A system mandated by HSPD-5 that provides a consistent, nationwide approach
for Federal, State, local, and tribal governments; the private sector; and NGOs to
work effectively and efficiently together to prepare for, respond to, and recover
from domestic incidents, regardless of cause, size, or complexity. To provide for
interoperability and compatibility among Federal, State, local, and tribal
capabilities, the NIMS includes a core set of concepts, principles, and
terminology. HSPD-5 identifies these as the ICS; multiagency coordination
systems; training; identification and management of resources (including systems
for classifying types of resources); qualification and certification; and the
collection, tracking, and reporting of incident information and incident resources.

National Response Center:
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A national communications center for activities related to oil and hazardous
substance response actions. The National Response Center, located at
DHS/USCG Headquarters in Washington, DC, receives and relays notices of oil
and hazardous substances releases to the appropriate Federal OSC.

National Response System:
Pursuant to the NCP, the mechanism for coordinating response actions by all
levels of government (40 CFR § 300.21) for oil and hazardous substances spills
and releases.

National Response Team (NRT):
The NRT, comprised of the 16 Federal agencies with major environmental and
public health responsibilities, is the primary vehicle for coordinating Federal
agency activities under the NCP. The NRT carries out national planning and
response coordination and is the head of a highly organized Federal oil and
hazardous substance emergency response network. EPA serves as the NRT
Chair, and DHS/USCG serves as Vice Chair.

National Security and Emergency Preparedness (NS/EP):
Telecommunications, NS/EP telecommunications services are those used to
maintain a State of readiness or to respond to and manage any event or crisis
(local, national, or international) that causes or could cause injury or harm to the
population or damage to or loss of property, or could degrade or threaten the
NS/EP posture of the United States.

Natural Resources:
Natural resources include land, fish, wildlife, domesticated animals, plants, biota,
and air, water. Water means salt and fresh water, surface and ground water,
including water used for drinking, irrigation, aquaculture, and recreational
purposes, a well as in its capacity as fish and wildlife habitat, including coral reef
ecosystems as defined in 16 U.S.C. 64501. Land means soil, surface and
subsurface minerals, and other terrestrial features.

Nongovernmental Organization (NGO):
A nonprofit entity that is based on interests of its members, individuals, or
institutions and that is not created by a government, but may work cooperatively
with government. Such organizations serve a public purpose, not a private
benefit. Examples of NGOs include faith-based charity organizations and the
American Red Cross.

Nuclear Incident Response Team (NIRT):
Created by the Homeland Security Act to provide DHS with a nuclear/radiological
response capability. When activated, the NIRT consists of specialized Federal
response teams drawn from DOE and/or EPA. These teams may become DHS
operational assets providing technical expertise and equipment when activated
during a crisis or in response to a nuclear/radiological incident as part of the DHS
Federal response.

On-Scene Coordinator (OSC):
See Federal On-Scene Coordinator.

Preparedness:
The range of deliberate, critical tasks and activities necessary to build, sustain,
and improve the operational capability to prevent, protect against, respond to,
and recover from domestic incidents. Preparedness is a continuous process
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involving efforts at all levels of government and between government and private
sector and nongovernmental organizations to identify threats, determine
vulnerabilities, and identify required resources.

Prevention:
Actions taken to avoid an incident or to intervene to stop an incident from
occurring. Prevention involves actions taken to protect lives and property. It
involves applying intelligence and other information to a range of activities that
may include such countermeasures as: deterrence operations; heightened
inspections; improved surveillance and security operations; investigations to
determine the full nature and source of the threat; public health and agricultural
surveillance and testing processes; immunizations, isolation, or quarantine; and,
as appropriate, specific law enforcement operations aimed at deterring,
preempting, interdicting, or disrupting illegal activity and apprehending potential
perpetrators and bringing them to justice.

Private Sector:
Organizations and entities that are not part of any governmental structure.
Includes for-profit and not-for-profit organizations, formal and informal structures,
commerce and industry, private emergency response organizations, and private
voluntary organizations.

Public Assistance Program:
The program administered by FEMA that provides supplemental Federal disaster
grant assistance for debris removal and disposal, emergency protective
measures, and the repair, replacement, or restoration of disaster damaged,
publicly owned facilities and the facilities of certain private nonprofit
organizations.

Public Health:
Protection, safety, improvement, and interconnections of health and disease
prevention among people, domestic animals and wildlife.

Public Information Officer (P10):
A member of the Command Staff responsible for interfacing with the public and
media or with other agencies with incident-related information requirements.

Public Works:
Work, construction, physical facilities, and services provided by governments for
the benefit and use of the public.

Radiological Emergency Response Teams (RERTSs):
Teams provided by EPA's Office of Radiation and Indoor Air to support and
respond to incidents or sites containing radiological hazards. These teams
provide expertise in radiation monitoring, radionuclide analyses, radiation health
physics, and risk assessment. RERTs can provide both mobile and fixed
laboratory support during a response.

Recovery:
The development, coordination, and execution of service and site restoration
plans for impacted communities and the reconstitution of government operations
and services through individual, private sector, nongovernmental, and public
assistance programs that: identify needs and define resources; provide housing
and promote restoration; address long term care and treatment of affected
persons; implement additional measures for community restoration; incorporate
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mitigation measures and techniques, as feasible; evaluate the incident to identify
lessons learned; and develop initiatives to mitigate the effects of future incidents.

Resources:
Personnel and major items of equipment supplies, and facilities available or
potentially available for assignment to incident operations and for which status is
maintained. Resources are described by kind and type and may be used in
operational support or supervisory capacities at an incident or at an EOC.

Regional Response Teams (RRTs):
Regional counterparts to the National Response Team, the RRKs comprise
regional representatives of the Federal agencies on the NRT and representatives
of each Stat within the region. The RRTs serve as planning and preparedness
bodies before a response, and provide coordination and advice to the Federal
OSC during response actions.

Response:
Activities that address the direct short-term effects of an incident. Response
includes immediate actions to save lives, protect property, and meet basic
human needs. Response also includes the execution of emergency response
plans and of incident mitigation activities designed to limit the loss of life,
personal injury, property damage, and other unfavorable outcomes. As indicated
by the situation, response activities include: applying intelligence and other
information to lessen the effects or consequences of an incident; increased
security operations; continuing investigations into the nature and source of the
threat, ongoing public health and agricultural surveillance testing processes;
immunizations, isolation, or quarantine; and specific law enforcement operation
aimed at preempting, interdicting, or disrupting illegal activity, and apprehending
actual perpetrators and bringing them to justice.

Situation Assessment:
The evaluation and interpretation of information gathered from a variety of
sources (including weather information and forecasts, computerized models, GIS
data mapping, remote sensing sources, ground surveys, etc.) that, when
communicated to emergency managers and decision makers, can provide a
basis for incident management decision-making.

Special Populations:
People who feel they cannot comfortably or safely access and use standard
resources offered in disaster preparedness, relief and recovery. They inciude, but
are not limited to those who are physically or mentally disabled, blind and deaf,
cognitively disabled, mobility limited, non-English speaking,
geographically/culturally isolated, medically or chemically dependent, homeless,
frail/elderly and children.

Strategic:
Strategic elements of incident management are characterized by continuous,
long-term, high-level planning by organizations headed by elected or other senior
officials. These elements involve the adoption of long-range goals and objectives,
the setting of priorities, the establishment of budgets and other fiscal decisions,
policy development, and the application of measures of performance or
effectiveness.
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Strategic Plan:
A plan that addresses long-term issues such as impact of weather forecasts,
time-phased resource requirements, and problems such as permanent housing
for displaced disaster victims, environmental pollution, and infrastructure
restoration.

Telecommunications:
The transmission, emission, or reception of voice and/or data through any
medium by wire, radio, other electrical electromagnetic or optical means.
Telecommunications includes all aspects of transmitting information.

Telecommunications Service Priority (TSP) Program:
The NS/EP TSP Program is the regulatory, administrative, and operational
program authorizing and providing for priority treatment (i.e., provisioning and
restoration) of NS/EP telecommunications services. As such, it establishes the
framework for NS/EP telecommunications service vendors to provide, restore or
otherwise act on it priority basis to ensure effective NS/EP telecommunications
services.

Terrorism:
Any activity that (1) involves an act that (a) is dangerous to human life or
potentially destructive of critical infrastructure or key resources; and (b) is a
violation of the criminal laws of the United States or of any State or other
subdivision of the United States; and (2) appears to be intended (a) to intimidate
or coerce a civilian population; (b) to influence the policy of a government by
intimidation or coercion; or (c) to affect the conduct of a government by mass
destruction, assassination, or kidnapping.

Threat:
An indication of possible violence, harm, or danger.

Transportation Management:
Transportation prioritizing, ordering, sourcing, and acquisition; time-phasing
plans; fleet management; and movement coordination and tracking.

Tribe:
Any Indian tribe, band, nation, or other organized group or community, including
any Alaskan Native Village as defined in or established pursuant to the Alaskan
Native Claims Settlement Act (85 Stat. 688) [43 U.S.C.A. and 1601 et seq.], that
is recognized as eligible for the special programs and services provided by the
United States to Indians because of their status as Indians.

Unaffiliated Volunteer:
An individual who is not formally associated with a recognized voluntary disaster
relief organization; also known as a "spontaneous" or "emergent" volunteer.

Unified Command:
An application of ICS used when there is more than one agency with incident
jurisdiction or when incidents cross political jurisdictions. Agencies work together
through the designated members of the Unified Command to establish their
designated Incident Commanders at a single ICP and to establish a common set
of objectives and strategies and a single Incident Action Plan.

Uniform Disaster Situation Report (UDSR):
The damage assessment reporting form.
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Unsolicited Goods:
Donated items offered by and/or sent to the incident area by the public, the
private sector, or other source, that have not been requested by government or
nonprofit disaster relief coordinators.

Urban Search and Rescue:
Operational activities that include locating, extricating, and providing on-site
medical treatment to victims trapped in collapsed structures.

Voluntary Organizations Active in Disaster (VOAD):
A VOAD coordinates planning efforts by the many voluntary organizations
responding to disaster.

Volunteer:
Any individual accepted to perform services by an agency that has authority to
accept volunteer services when the individual performs services without promise,
expectation, or receipt of compensation for services performed. (See, for
example, 16 USC § 742f(c) and 29 CFR § 553.101.)

Volunteer and Donations Coordination Center:
Facility from which the Volunteer and Donations Coordination Team operates. It
is best situated in or close by the State EOC for coordination purposes.
Requirements may include space for a phone bank, meeting space, and space
for a team of specialists to review and process offers.

Weapon of Mass Destruction (WMD):
As defined in Title 18, U.S.C § 2332a: (1) any explosive, incendiary; or poison
gas, bomb, grenade, rocket having a propellant charge of more than 4 ounces, or
missile having an explosive or incendiary charge of more than one-quarter
ounce, or mine or similar device; (2) any weapon that is designed or intended to
cause death or serious bodily injury through the release, dissemination, or impact
of toxic or poisonous chemicals or their precursors; (3) any weapon involving a
disease organism; or (4) any weapon that is designed to release radiation or
radioactivity at a level dangerous to human life.

Wireless Priority Service (WPS):

WPS allows authorized NS/EP personnel to gain priority access to the next available
wireless radio channel to initiate calls during an emergency when carrier channels may
be congested.
